THE QUESTION:
Staff requests approval to award a contract for the purchase of one (1) six-wheel regenerative air
street sweeper.

RELATIONSHIP TO STRATEGIC PLAN:
More Efficient City Government - Cost Effective Service Delivery

BACKGROUND:
Currently, the City has the need to purchase one (1) six-wheel regenerative air street sweeper to
replace Unit #99/3027. The budgeted amount for replacement of this unit is $205,000.

Formal bids were received September 10, 2009 as follows:

Public Works Equipment & Supply, Monroe, NC $177,644.00
Carolina Environmental Systems, Kernersville, NG $179,242.00
Twin States Equipment, Peachland, NC $154,438.00 (see comments below)

Staff recommends award to Public Works Equipment, Monroe, NG, the lowest bidder meeting
specifications. The bid submitted by Twin States Equipment contained substantial exceptions to
the specifications which staif feels would make the use of their unit more time consuming and labor
intensive. Mainly, the hopper size ¢on the unit is smaller than specified, which will require that it be
dumped more often. In addition, the hopper does not dump as specified. Instead, the unit has a
raker barwhich tends to allowdebris to become Ilodged behind the raker bar,
consequently requiring time consuming manual cleaning of the area to remove the debris.

ISSUES:
No outstanding issues.

(1) Award contract according to staff recommendations. (2) Not award contract.

THE QUESTION:

This budget ordinance amendment will reappropriate $5,580,188 across several funds for
purchase orders and contracts outstanding at the close of fiscal year 2008-2009, and $1,142,973
in the General Fund and $1,424,996 in the Stormwater Fund for specific items designated from the
fiscal year 2008-2009 budget and for unspent donations. Funding for these expenditures was
included or available in the fiscal year 2008-2009 budget, and is being reappropriated from fund
balance or net assets for the various funds. In addition, the budget appropriation for the Police
Department is being reduced by $1,799,030 to remove funding included for anticipated grants that
were not received or have been appropriated in the Federal and State Assistance Special Revenue
Fund. Lastly, the budget ordinance amendment will transfer an expenditure appropriation of
$52,677 from the Inspections Department to the Fire Department due to the transfer of
responsibility for fire alarm and sprinkler system plan reviews.

RELATIONSHIP TO STRATEGIC PLAN:
Mission Principle: Financially Sound City Government.

BACKGROUND:

» Routinely, the City issues purchase orders for various items in the budget (i.e., equipment
and services) but does not receive them by the June 30 fiscal year end. The City may also
fund items in the current year, but for various reasons plans to actually expend those funds
in future fiscal years.

+ To address these circumstances as well as ensure that funds are available to meet the
Council's goals, the City designates funds for specific purposes and reserves funds for
encumbrances in the City's fund balance at year-end.

« When City Council approves the budget for the following fiscal year, it authorizes the City to
reappropriate funds reserved for encumbrances and designated for specific purposes based
on the year-end financial statements.

¢ The fiscal year 2009-2010 budget appropriation for the Police Department included
$2,292,219 for personnel, operating and equipment costs for 38 positions for which Federal
grant applications had been submitted. Grant funding was ultimately received for 25 of the
requested positions and has been appropriated in the Federal and State Assistance Fund.
This budget ordinance will eliminate $1,799,030 from the Police Department budget
appropriation, and reduce intergovernmental revenues by $1,495,809 and the General Fund
fund balance appropriation by $303,221.

s The Fire Prevention Division will assume primary responsibility for fire plan reviews from the
Inspections Department. One position and associated funding totalling $52,677 will be
transferred between the departmental appropriaticns to facilitate this operational transfer.

BACKGROUND:

+ On September 14, 2009, City Council approved a resoluticn providing for the issuance of
General Obligation Refunding Bonds to be used to refund all or a portion of the City's
General Obligation Street and Public Improvement Bends, Series 1996, 1999 and 2000.

« The refunding bonds are associated with the City's General Fund and PWC.

e The General Fund portion of the refunding bond proceeds is $8,759,246.,

» This budget ordinance amendment for the General Fund will appropriate these proceeds to
be used to refund the above referenced bonds and pay associated issuance costs.

o A separate amendment will be prepared by PWC to budget for the utility fund's portion of the
refunding bonds.

» Issuance of the refunding bonds will generate a total net present value savings of $868,565
for the City and the Public Works Commission.

RELATIONSHIP TO STRATEGIC PLAN:

Goal 3 - More attractive City - Clean and Beautiful; Objective 6 Incorporate "green
buildings"concepts and LEED equivalence and Management In Progress Objective "Green City
Policy" development,

BACKGROUND:

In the City's Strategic Planning process, sustainability goals were addressed by Council in a
number of objectives. Conserving our natural resources, clean air, tree preservation ordinance
and the desire to have a "Green City Policy". With the introduction of the American Recovery and
Reinvestment Act of 2009, money became available through the Energy Efficiency
and Conservation Block Grant formula funding for Fayetteville. Fayetteville is required to submit
an energy conservation plan along with the application for the $1.652 million that was reserved for
Fayetteville under this grant formula.

InJune of 2009, theCity of Fayettevile hired Green Works Partners to develop a
comprehensive Fayetteville Sustainability Plan which includes the required energy plan for
the EECBG funding process. Green Works Partners conducted interviews of the community's
major stakeholders, State and Federal energy and conservation leaders, and also relied on their
vast experience, bringing in best practices from across the country.

The Draft Plan was then presented to City Council at its workshop on September 8, 2003 for
information and direction. The City of Fayetteville, along with Green Works Partners and
Sustainable Sandhills, then conducted a two-day workshep with a core group of 20 members of
individual stake holders from the community and four public meetings for the general public to offer
input on the draft plan. Comments from the state energy office, local and regional stakeholders
including Fort Bragg's Sustainability Department, City staff members, Sustainable Sandbhills, the
stakeholder workshop and public meetings were all considered and incorporated into the plan.

ISSUES:

The plan is a required step in completing the application for the City's EECBG funding of $1.652
million. The application should be completed and submitted by the end of October. The plan
addresses many areas where the City can reduce carbon emissions, improve air quality, conserve
energy, save money by utility cost avoidance as well as possible funding options for future
conservation projects. The plan suggests changes in current building practices which may draw
concerns from the building community. The plan also suggests that the City lead by example.

QPTIONS:
Adopt the Fayetteville Sustainability Plan as is. Adopt the Fayetteville Sustainability Plan with

additions or deletions. Reject the Fayetteville Sustainability Plan. Rejecting the plan will jeopardize
the completion of the EECBG grant application on time.

RECOMMENDED ACTION:
Adocpt the Fayetteville Sustainability Plan with or without additions or deleticns.
