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For the purposes of this policy, school shall be defined as an institution recognized by the State of North Carolina with a curriculum of education for grades K-1 through 12 or any combination of same which would constitute an elementary, middle/junior high, or high school.  This policy is not intended to apply to purely daycare facilities.


Prior to the establishment of a school zone, and engineering study shall be made by the City Engineering Department of the school site, surrounding street system, and mode of student transportation.  Following this study, the City Engineering Department will coordinate with school officials and the Fayetteville Police Department to establish the location of school pedestrian crossings and the level of protection required:


1)
Crossing identified by signs and pavement markings without school crossing guard.


2)
Crossing identified by signs and pavement markings with school crossing guard.


3)
Crossing identified by signs, pavement markings, crossing guard, and school zone flashers.


If the need for school zone flashers is established, the City Engineering Department will prepare an estimate of the material and equipment cost for installation.  The school agency will make payment to the City for the cost of the materials and equipment prior to installation of the school zone flasher.  In addition, the school board shall make application for electrical service for the school zone flasher and shall be responsible for payment of all utility bills.


The City will agree to maintain the school zone signs, pavement markings, and school zone flasher so long as the need for this school zone continues.  Should this school zone become unnecessary; the signs, pavement markings and school zone flashers will be removed.  The school zone flasher can be reused at another mutually agreeable site between the school agency and City (at not cost to the school board); or shall become the property of the City of Fayetteville if no mutually agreeable site is available.
