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PURPOSE


It is the intention of the City of Fayetteville to provide a public process for the acceptance and consideration of public art and to facilitate development of public art projects.  Through a cooperative effort between the private and public sectors, the City of Fayetteville will enhance public places with diverse and high quality artwork, thereby recognizing public art as a cultural resource, and a source of community pride.  It is the intent of this program to provide public art that is diverse and of the highest quality; that will – over the years – reflect the vision of the City itself; that will improve the quality of life in the area and be a source of pride to all community residents.  It is the policy of the City of Fayetteville that all Public Art programs be implemented without discrimination based on race, religion, gender, marital status, color, national origin, ancestry or creed.  The City of Fayetteville seeks to develop this Program in such a way that it reflects a broad range of community input and involvement by professionals in the local arts industry.  Specifically, the objectives are to:

· Develop and administer a public art program that is unique to Fayetteville.

· Encourage a broader understanding and enjoyment of art by Fayetteville residents and the business community.

· Stimulate public participation in and interaction with public spaces.

· Provide unusual and challenging employment opportunities for artists.

· Encourage collaborations between artists and architects, and artists and engineers.

· Encourage and support participation by women and minority groups that have been traditionally under-represented.

· Support artist participation on design teams for planning public projects.

· Encourage and support Fayetteville's multi-culturalism.

· Encourage a variety of art forms:  temporary and permanent, object and event, single or dispersed locations.

SCOPE


This policy, upon adoption by the City Council, shall be applicable to all objects of art accepted for permanent or temporary display for a period of more than 90 days in City-owned public areas.
DEFINITIONS

The City of Fayetteville’s Public Art Program is receptive to the broadest definitions of art and encourages imaginative interpretations of media.  The term “works of art” shall not include any reproduction of original art by mechanical means.  The possible media and materials which might be used for permanent or temporary installations, decorative or functional purpose, include, but is not limited to:

· Sculpture:  Free standing, wall supported or suspended; fountain sculpture; kinetic, electronic, etc., in any material or combination of materials.

· Murals, portable paintings, frescoes: in any material or variety of materials, with or without collage or the addition of non-traditional materials and means.

· Earthworks, fiberworks, tapestries, neon, glass, mosaics, photographs, prints, calligraphy, etchings, and other physical elements of design; any combination of forms of media including sound, film, holographic and video systems, hybrids of any new media and new genres.

· Standardized fixtures such as gates, streetlights, signage, etc., may be contracted to artists or artist-architect teams for unique or limited editions.

“Artist” refers to a practitioner in the visual and design arts, generally recognized by critics and peers as a professional who produces works of art. 

PLACEMENT


Works of art, selected and implemented pursuant to the provisions of this Policy Resolution and any amendment thereto, may be placed in, on or about City construction projects or other City-owned, leased or rented property and may be either temporary or permanent.  Spaces that are accessible to the public a minimum of 8 and preferably up to 12 hours a day may be considered suitable locations for public art.  Spaces may be interior or exterior.  Locations can include, but are not limited to, surface treatments of buildings, retaining walls and bridges.  The definition of "location" can also be expanded by an artists' ability to extend the possibilities for public art, and would then be determined on a case-by-case basis.  City officials responsible for the design and construction of such projects shall make appropriate space available for the placement of works of art.
PUBLIC ART SELECTION PROCESS


The Public Art Commission will assist the City of Fayetteville by recommending the most appropriate selection process for the situation.  The following options (or a combination of the options) may be utilized in the art selection process:

1.
Open Competition:  Artists are asked to submit evidence of their past/current work for purchase or for potential commissions.  The parameters of the art components solicited will depend upon the requirements of each individual site.

2.
Invitational Competition:  A limited number of artists are asked to submit proposals for a specific site.  Proposals need not be elaborately detailed, but must indicate the general direction of the artist's thinking.  Artists may be paid for this preliminary proposal.

3.
Direct Selection:  One artist is a) selected to create a site-specific work of art; or b) approved to place a work of art in a specific location.

4.
Application Proposals:  Proposals for site-specific works of art will be reviewed on a periodic basis.  Artists have opportunity to suggest a potential site.

PUBLIC ART SELECTION CRITERIA


All Art In Public Places Program projects, whether they are permanent or temporary artworks, will be developed to respond to a specific site or building location, with the exception of artworks that are conceptually intended to circulate among various sites or facilities within the City.  The Public Art Commission will use the following standards and criteria for judging and making recommendations for the acceptance of public artworks:

· Artistic excellence; quality, aesthetic and design standards.

· Appropriateness in terms of scale, material and content relative to the immediate and general architectural, social and historic context.

· Long-term durability against vandalism, weather, theft, and excessive maintenance.

· Objectives of project.

· Accessibility and quantity of public contact projected for the artwork and site.

· Diversity in artwork types, styles, scale, aesthetic vocabulary, community values and forms of expression.  Public art project priority plan for locations and type of artwork.

· Safety (conformance to structural and fabrication standards and applicable safety codes and liability).

· Installation costs, site preparations costs, and insurance considerations.

CRITERIA FOR ELIGIBLE ARTISTS


It is the City’s goal that the best and most appropriate artwork will be commissioned.  It is hoped that there will be a good mixture of work done by local Fayetteville and Cumberland County, state and national and international artists.  Residency requirements, if appropriate, will be determined on a project-by-project basis by the Public Art Commission.


Not eligible to be selected for commissions are the projects' architects and/or members of consulting architectural or design, landscape or engineering firms.  If a member of the Public Art Commission is an applicant artist, then that Commission member may not vote in the selection process for that project.

OWNERSHIP


All art objects acquired pursuant to this Policy Resolution shall be acquired in the name of the City of Fayetteville and title shall vest in the City of Fayetteville.  The artist preserves any additional reproduction or merchandising rights, unless contracted by the City otherwise.

EXCEPTIONS


Exceptions to the review process will be proposed gifts of artworks that are gifts of state presented to the City by foreign governments or by political jurisdictions, which may be accepted by the City Council on behalf of the City of Fayetteville.
