This ordinance will provide funding for the design of the Fire Training Facility upgrade.  Airport operating funds will provide the source of funding for the design contract.  Once a contractor has been selected, the Airport will seek grant funds from the Federal Aviation Administration to cover 95 percent of the costs to upgrade the facility as well as reimburse the Airport for 95 percent of the design cost.  The estimated cost for the upgrade was approximately $450,000.00.

The proposed funding sources for the $555,000.00 ordinance are the Federal Transit Administration ($460,170.00), the NC Department of Transportation ($43,120.00), and a required local match from the General Fund ($51,710.00).
6.
Special Revenue Project Ordinance 2006-7 (FY 2005 Transit Planning Grant).
This ordinance will appropriate the budget for the FY 2005 Transit Planning Grant for short-range and long-term planning.  The proposed funding sources for this ordinance are the Federal Transit Administration ($120,000.00), the NC Department of Transportation ($15,000.00), and a General Fund transfer ($15,000.00).
7.
Capital Project Ordinance Amendment 2006-5 (Appropriation of Bond Fund Investment Income for the FSU Fire Station, Streets, Sidewalks and Drainage Projects).

The City has additional income resulting from investment of its Series 2005 general obligation bond proceeds.  The investment income must be appropriated by City Council before the funds can be spent for their intended purposes.  This amendment will appropriate an additional $100,000.00 in investment income that will be used for street improvements, sidewalk construction, park land acquisition, fire station located at FSU, and storm drainage improvements.

Council Member Williams inquired of the City Attorney why this was not illegal spot zoning.  City Attorney Karen McDonald responded there were other PNDs in the area and P2 would be a buffer in the residential area.

This is the advertised public hearing set for this date and time.  The public hearing opened at 7:20 p.m.


Mr. Thomas Neville, Attorney, 150 N. McPherson Church Road, Fayetteville, NC, appeared on behalf of the property owner and presented photos of the property which showed the condition of it before and after Mr. Choi became the owner of the property.  He stated Mr. Choi had improved the property by approximately $50,000.00.


Ms. Bonnie Shelton, 195 N. Reilly Road, Fayetteville, NC, spoke in favor of the rezoning.

There was no one further to speak and the public hearing closed at 7:30 p.m.

Mr. Jimmy Teal, Chief Planning Officer, presented this item.  He reviewed the current land use and the 2010 Land Use Plan and showed photographs of the location.  He stated the Zoning Commission had recommended approval with the following conditions:

· That it shall fit in with the character of the area;

· That such use is not be detrimental to the surrounding area;

· That the construction and operation of such facility shall comply with all provisions of the General Statutes and any applicable federal, state, or local codes;

· That assignment shall comply with the City of Fayetteville Ordinance;

· That there is a maximum of six clients at any given time unless otherwise restricted by the North Carolina Division of Aging;

· That the hours of operation not to exceed from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. Monday through Friday;

· That a driveway permit be obtained in order to facilitate a safe entrance and exit of the property;

· That it shall comply with all the Fire Codes; and

· That failure to comply with any or all the conditions of this approval may result in revocation of the special use permit.

This is the advertised public hearing set for this date and time.  There was no one present to speak and the public hearing opened and closed at 8:45 p.m.


Council Member Kirby inquired what would constitute an adult.  Mr. Teal responded 18 or above would be classified as an adult unless otherwise stated.

Mr. Jimmy Teal, Planning Director, presented this item and gave an overview of the current land use and the 2010 Land Use Plan and showed a site map and photographs of the area.  He stated the Zoning Commission had recommended denial of the rezoning and the City Attorney’s opinion was that the rezoning was illegal spot zoning.

This is the advertised public hearing set for this date and time.  The public hearing opened at 7:50 p.m.


Mr. Randy Page, 105 Circle Court, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in favor and stated in the current zoning they were losing income because they could not advertise with a reader board.  He stated the lots were too small to service clients.


Mr. Robert Royal, 106 Kirkland Drive, Fayetteville, NC, stated he was not in opposition to the nursery but to the rezoning to C1.  He stated they should possibly look into conditional use or P2.

There was no one further to speak and the public hearing closed at 7:58 p.m.


Council Member Haire inquired if there was anything in the City Code that would allow the nursery to do what they wanted to do and keep the residential zoning.  Mr. Teal responded in the negative and stated the Council could amend the zoning ordinance to include conditional use zoning which would allow restrictions to be placed on rezonings.

He stated the Zoning Commission had recommended approval of the initial zoning and staff was recommending annexation of the property.

This is the advertised public hearing set for this date and time.  The public hearing opened at 8:20 p.m.


Mr. Matthew Winslow, Development Manager for Marcus Edwards Development, LLC, 416 Suite B, US Highway 1, Youngsville, NC, appeared in favor and gave an overview of the project.


Mr. Michael Crowley, Civil Engineer with Crowley & Associates, 1906 S. Main Street, Suite 122, Wake Forest, NC, appeared in favor and stated they were in the design phase of the project and would like to bring the neighboring property owners into the design of the subdivision to obtain local knowledge of the area.  He stated they would like to find a solution that would meet the needs of the developers, meet the requirements of the City of Fayetteville, and would be satisfactory to the neighboring property owners.


Ms. Nancy W. Smith, 573 Christmasberry Court, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in opposition and expressed concerns with flooding.  She stated they had requested assistance from PWC, DOT, Storm Water, and the County Commissioners with no action.  She stated she was not against new housing but wanted to be sure the drainage issue was looked into.


Mr. Edward Wallace, 3222 Sunnyside School Road, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in opposition and stated he was against any new housing in the area and expressed concerns with the flooding.

There was no one further to speak and the public hearing closed at 8:40 p.m.


Council Member Haire inquired if the developers would be willing to work with the citizens on drainage issues.  Mr. Crowley responded in the affirmative.


City Manager Roger Stancil stated that if the property were annexed into the City, the drainage plans would be reviewed by the City Engineer and that would be part of the City’s drainage system which would provide better opportunities for improvement.
