Case No. P05-35F.  Application by Cynthia Mosley for a Special Use Permit as provided for by the City of Fayetteville Code of Ordinances, Section 30-107(24), to allow a daycare in an R10 Residential District for the property located at 609 Deep Creek Road.


Mr. Jimmy Teal, Planning Director, presented this item.  He explained the uses in the area and showed a site plan and photographs.  He stated the Zoning Commission recommended approval to include conditions associated with the site and operation of the daycare.

Council Member Evans requested clarification on the conditions.

Council Member Williams asked questions on fencing, signage, and traffic count and requested clarification on quasi-judicial hearings.  He also inquired as to what type of signage would be allowed.

Case No. P05-69F.  Application by Scott Beasley for a Special Use Permit as provided for by the City of Fayetteville Code of Ordinances, Section 30-120(4), to allow mini-warehousing in a C3 Commercial District for the property located on the northern side of Bragg Boulevard across from Bargain Street.

Mr. Jimmy Teal, Planning Director, presented this item.  He explained the uses in the area and showed a site plan and photographs.  He stated the Zoning Commission recommended approval to include conditions associated with the site and operation of the mini-warehouses facility.

Case No. P05-66F.  Rezoning from R10 Residential District to P2 Professional District or to a more restrictive zoning classification for property located at 106 and 110 Law Road.

Mr. Jimmy Teal, Planning Director, presented this item.  He explained the zoning in the surrounding area and showed photographs of the site.  He also explained the recommended use based on the 2010 Land Use Plan and the North Fayetteville Study.  He stated the Zoning Commission recommended denial based on the request being inconsistent with the 2010 Land Use Plan Map and the North Fayetteville Study.

Council Member Gonzalez requested the minutes from the rezoning of CVS on Ramsey Street.

Case No. P05-71F.  Rezoning from P2 Professional District to C1 Commercial District or to a more restrictive zoning classification for property located at 2223 Murchison Road.

Mr. Jimmy Teal, Planning Director, presented this item.  He explained the surrounding zoning and land use in the area, showed photographs of the site, and explained the recommended use based on the 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the Zoning Commission recommended denial.

Council Member Gonzalez inquired as to how long the applicant owned the property.

Case No. P05-72F.  Consider the rezoning from C1 Commercial District/R5 Residential District to C3 Commercial District or to a more restrictive zoning classification for property located at 525 Grove Street.

Mr. Jimmy Teal, Planning Director, presented this item and explained this was a regular item because the Zoning Commission had not granted the request and the applicant had not appealed, but that Council could set a public hearing.  He explained the surrounding zoning and land uses and presented photographs of the site.  He also explained the recommended use based on the 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the Zoning Commission recommended denial of the C3 Commercial zoning for the parcel abutting Grove Street and approval of C3 Commercial zoning for the parcel in the rear.

Consider request by Council Member Williams to initiate the rezoning process for 509 Cliffdale Court from R10 to C1P.

Council Member Williams explained his request to initiate the rezoning for property located at 509 Cliffdale Court.  He stated the property owner was elderly and could not pay the fee and requested his assistance.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 10:00 a.m.
