Mr. Terry Jenkins, Columbia, SC, appeared on behalf of his mother, Ms. Betty Manual, residing at 509 Cliffdale Court, Fayetteville, NC.  He requested the support of Council on Item 8.


Mr. Karl Vaughn, Realtor, 108 Villa Drive, Fayetteville, NC, spoke in support of initiating the rezoning of 509 Cliffdale Court.


Mr. Joe Bailey, 4823 Oldfield Road, Fayetteville, NC, spoke regarding tractor trailers parking in his neighborhood.


Mr. Moses Best, 1824 Broadell Drive, Fayetteville, NC, spoke regarding Roosevelt Drive, Richard Street, and Wilma Street needing to be paved and expressed concerns of children walking on these unpaved streets in the mud.  He also stated there were streetlights that needed to be replaced on Murchison Road.

Pitts, Jr., 117 Person Street, Fayetteville, NC; Mr. Elmer Floyd, 207 Courtney Street, Fayetteville, NC; Ms. Janie Chavis Lucas, 1736 Slater Avenue, Fayetteville, NC; Reverend Aaron Johnson, 1217 Ernest Street, Fayetteville, NC; and Dr. Samuel McDonald, Parkton, NC; appeared in favor of naming Eastside Park in honor of Mable C. Smith.


Ms. Bunny English, 729 Hillsboro Street, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in opposition and stated that Ms. Smith had done a lot but other people had also.  She stated this should not be just for Ms. Smith but for all people who had done things for the City.


Mr. Joe Bailey, 4823 Oldfield Road, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in opposition because of the cost.


Mr. Clinton Harris, 4713 Watauga Road, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in opposition and stated something more than a park should be named in honor of Ms. Smith.
There was no one further to speak and the public hearing closed at 7:50 p.m.

Application by Cynthia Mosley for a Special Use Permit as provided for by the City of Fayetteville Code of Ordinances, Section 30-107(24), to allow a daycare in an R10 Residential District for the property located at 609 Deep Creek Road.  Containing 0.24 acres more or less and being the property of Cynthia Mosley as evidenced by deed recorded in Deed Book 6279, page 465, Cumberland County Registry.  Case No. P05-35F.

Mr. Jimmy Teal, Chief Planning Officer, presented this item.  He provided an overview of the area, the current zoning, the current land use, and the 2010 Land Use Plan.  He presented the site plan and photographs of the area.  He stated the Zoning Commission recommended approval to include the following conditions associated with the site and operation of the daycare:

a. The construction and operation of such facilities shall comply with the provisions of the General Statutes of the State of North Carolina and any other applicable Federal, State, or local codes.

b. No fenced outside play area shall be located within 10 feet of a parcel boundary when the abutting property is zoned residential and along parcel lines abutting residentially zoned property a screen of shrubbery shall be provided outside of the fence line.

c. Signage shall comply with City of Fayetteville ordinance.

d. Maximum of 40 children at any given time unless otherwise restricted by NC Division of Child Development.

e. Hours of operation unlimited; seven days-a-week, 24 hours a day.

f. All required driveway permits shall be obtained; driveways and drop-off areas shall be provided so that the traffic associated with the daycare does not impede the flow of traffic on the adjacent streets and that ingress and egress not require backing onto the street right-of-way.

g. The proposed use complies with the applicable fire code.

h. Failure to comply with any and all conditions of approval for this Special Use Permit may result in revocation.

Council Member Gonzalez stated that according to the minutes of the Zoning Commission, the Chairman had requested one condition be internal facing lighting in the parking area.  She inquired as to why it had not been one of the conditions on the agenda.  Mr. Teal responded it had been mentioned and Council could add it as one of the conditions.  Ms. Gonzalez stated she would like this condition added.

This is the advertised public hearing set for this date and time.  The public hearing opened at 8:20 p.m.


Ms. Cynthia Mosley, 4621 Mobius Road, Fayetteville, NC, applicant, was sworn in and appeared in favor.  She stated the daycare would not be a detriment to the area and would be an asset by offering a service that the community could use.

There was no one further to speak and the public hearing closed at 8:21 p.m.


Council Member Gonzalez inquired of Ms. Mosley if there would be a manufactured home placed on the property and would it be made to specifications for daycares.  Ms. Mosley replied in the affirmative.


Council Member Williams inquired if there would be enough space for a playground.  Ms. Mosley responded that the requirement was 75 square feet per child.  She stated all of the children would not be on the playground at the same time so that would not be a problem.

Mr. Jimmy Teal, Chief Planning Officer, presented this item.  He provided an overview of a map, the current zoning, the current land use, and the 2010 Land Use Plan.  He presented the site plan and photographs of the area.  He stated the Zoning Commission recommended approval to include the following conditions associated with the site and operation of the mini-warehouse facility:

1. The proposed use is free of objectionable characteristics, such as noise, smoke, and fumes.

2. Pedestrian and vehicular traffic will not be obstructed by loading and unloading activities.

3. Existing first floor retailing activities similarly zoned along the block containing the site are not disrupted by the proposed use.

4. The proposed use complies with the applicable fire code.

5. The external walls facing any public street shall be consistent with and not detract from the general appearance of other existing first floor retailing activities similarly zoned in the area.

6. The proposed business provides internal access to the property for vehicular traffic.

7. Hours of operation are 8:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m. Monday through Saturday and 12:00 noon to 6:00 p.m. on Sunday.

8. Two full-time and two part-time employees.

9. Access for the site is limited to Shelley Drive.

This is the advertised public hearing set for this date and time.  The public hearing opened at 8:20 p.m.


Mr. Del Crawford, Fayetteville, NC, representing the owner, was sworn in and appeared in favor.

There was no one further to speak and the public hearing closed at 8:21 p.m.

Mr. Jimmy Teal, Chief Planning Officer, presented this item.  He stated the property in question was C1 and R5 and the applicant had requested C3.  He stated the Zoning Commission recommended leaving the front portion C1 and rezoning the rear portion from R5 to C3.  He stated that although the Zoning Commission recommended approval, this item was a regular item because the Commission's recommendation was different from the applicant's request.  He provided an overview of a map, the current zoning, the current land use, and the 2010 Land Use Plan.  He presented the site plan and photographs of the area.  He stated the Zoning Commission recommended denial of rezoning the front portion from C1 to C3 and approval of rezoning the rear portion from R5 to C3.  He stated the Commission had based their decision on Grove Street being a gateway into the City and C1 uses were less intrusive than C3 uses.  He stated the rear of the property was set back from Grove Street so the C3 would not be as visible from Grove Street.  He stated the applicant had not appealed the decision of the Zoning Commission.  He stated the City Council could approve the recommendation of the Zoning Commission or set a public hearing.

Mr. Stancil responded the cost for the newspaper ad would be approximately $180.00 and the cost of mailing would be approximately $45.00 totaling $225.00.  He stated this would not include the indirect cost of time spent by staff on staffing and preparing for the meetings, which could easily exceed the $175.00 remaining from the $400.00.  He stated if the fee was not paid by the applicant, then the cost would come out of the general fund which would be property tax.


Council Member Gonzalez expressed her opposition to the City paying for the application fee.
