1.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA


This being a work session, no motions were made.

2.
Presentation on Eastover Incorporation proposal.

Ms. Sara Piland presented this item and stated the group was here to answer any questions.

Council Member Bates asked about police protection.  Ms. Piland explained they would have two officers and would contract with the Sheriff’s Department for two more.  She further explained that the Fire Department would contract with Vander and Eastover for fire protection services and the intent of the Planning and Inspections Departments was to adopt the county ordinance and then hire a planner to adopt a land use plan.

Council Member Haire asked for clarification on the use of the fire district tax.

Council Member Bates suggested that if incorporation was not successful, then perhaps an Eastover Historical District could provide the necessary protection.

Council Member Haire inquired about water and sewer.  Ms. Piland responded that the district and town were two different things but they expected to receive water and sewer from the district or PWC.

Mayor Chavonne asked about the tax allocation.  Ms. Piland explained that revenue would come out of what was currently going to the other municipalities but she did not have an exact figure.

3.
Presentation on Street Evaluation Plan.

Mr. Steve Kennedy, US Infrastructure of Carolinas, Inc., presented this item and gave background information on the project.  He stated in rating the pavement condition in Fayetteville they used a rating scale of 0-100 with 100 being best.  He stated the overall system average pavement condition rating was 78.8.  He stated similar cities of this size rated 83.  He stated that 24 percent of Fayetteville streets rated poor or very poor and that 40 percent of the streets needed maintenance.  He then showed photographs of representative local streets.  He stated the estimated repair costs would be $12 million.  He recommended at a minimum some funding and discussed the consequences of under-funding such as deterioration of assets accelerating, costs for maintenance/repair escalating, complaints from citizens, and negative affect on economic development.

Council then asked questions of Mr. Kennedy.  Mr. Bobby Teague, Engineering and Infrastructure Director, then passed out the proposed resurfacing list that Council would be asked to approve at its next meeting.

4.
Presentation on Hazard Mitigation Plan and National Incident Management System.

Mr. David Nash, Planner II, presented this item and gave a brief update on the Hazard Mitigation Plan.  He requested that Council consider setting a public hearing for March 27, 2006.  He stated that once adopted, the City would be eligible for federal funds.

Mr. Mike Costa, Emergency Management Coordinator, then discussed the National Incident Management System.  He explained that elected officials needed to be trained and was seeking guidance on method Council would prefer.

Council’s consensus was for staff to schedule one-hour blocks of training.

5.
Presentation on Infill Ordinance and Overlay District Ordinance.

Mr. Jimmy Teal, Planning Director, presented this item and explained the Infill Ordinance would cover the entire City and the Overlay District Ordinance would be more selective.

Mr. Charles Astrike, Planning Commission, and Dr. Jimmie Riggins, Historic Resources Commission, then explained the Committee’s work further.

Council then expressed an interest in having the Infill Ordinance come back to Council for consideration.

6.
Presentation on Hope Mills Road Land Use Plan.

Mr. Jimmy Teal, Planning Director, presented this item and explained that Council had requested the Planning Commission to review the Land Use Plan based on Hope Mills Road now being a five-lane thoroughfare.  He explained the Land Use Plan would allow rezoning for two lots deep to facilitate redevelopment along Hope Mills Road.

Council Member Bates expressed interest in having similar studies on other thoroughfares such as Ramsey Street.

7.
Presentation on Billboard Removal Proposal.

Mr. Kyle Sonnenberg, Assistant City Manager, presented this item and explained Lamar proposed to remove some billboards in exchange for changing or upgrading other billboards.  He stated if Council was interested in pursuing this, he would work with the City Attorney regarding an ordinance amendment that might need to be made.

Council expressed interest in the proposal and inquired as to the number of billboards in the downtown area.  Mr. Sonnenberg responded he would get this information for Council.
