Military Relations Committee:  Council Member Keith Bates, Chairman


Council Member Bates, Chairman, presented this item and gave an update on Committee activities, which included meeting with the Cumberland County Business Council on the military business center, meeting with staff on the USO site, and meeting with the Freedom Memorial Park Committee.

Recruitment Committee:  Council Member Charles Evans, Chair


Council Member Evans, Chairman, presented this item and stated the Committee had discussed plans to recruit persons to serve on boards and commissions and ways to recognize citizen volunteers.

D.
Governmental Relations Committee:  Council Member Robert Massey, Chair


Council Member Massey, Chairman, presented this item and reported the Committee had met with an Eastover citizens group and had received an update on the 2030 Plan.

E.
New City Committee:  Council Member Juanita Gonzalez, Chair

Council Member Gonzalez, Chairperson, presented this item and stated the Committee’s site recommendations for town hall meetings were (1) College Lakes Recreation Center (May 2006), (2) Massey Hill Recreation Center (August 2006), and (3) E. E. Miller School (October 2006).  She further stated that one hour before the meeting, the staff would set up information displays and be available for questions, and at the beginning of the meetings, staff would provide presentation on City operations and take questions.

F.
Policy Committee: Council Member D. J. Haire, Chair


Council Member Haire, Chairman, presented this item and stated tractor-trailer parking had been discussed and that there would be no change in the City Code as far as ticketing tractor-trailers.  He stated staff would be coming back to the Committee to discuss the parking of tractor-trailers.  He further stated they had discussed visually blighted businesses adhering to the City’s ordinance and that they would begin enforcement.
