Announcements and recognitions


Mayor Chavonne gave a brief history of the Special Olympics and stated Special Olympics North Carolina recognized cheerleading as an official sport.  He stated in February 2005 the first Special Olympics Cheerleading Squad of Cumberland County, comprised of seven men and women, traveled to Kannapolis, NC, and competed against teams from around the state and won the state championship title and gold medal.  Mayor Chavonne recognized the Special Olympians for their outstanding performance and their Coach Mia Armstrong and Mayor Pro Tem Massey presented each with a City Council Award of Achievement.

a.
Resolution accepting NC DOT State Grant for the 14 Unit T-Hangar in South General Aviation Area.

RESOLUTION.  RESOLUTION NO. R2006-024.

b.
HNTB design and bid services for 14-unit hangar at the Fayetteville Regional Airport.

c.
Capital Project Ordinance 2006-9 (Budget for Design and Construction Management Contract for the 14 Unit T-Hangar Project).

The Airport proposed to build the 14 Unit T-Hangar with a $294,183.00 grant from the North Carolina Department of Transportation, up to $300,000.00 in private funds from Landmark Aviation, and $14,634.00 from the Airport Operating Fund.  The Airport’s funds would be used to pay 50 percent of the design and construction management services contract for the project.  This $29,268.00 ordinance would establish the project budget for the design and construction management services contract for the 14 Unit T-Hangar Project.  The source of funds for this ordinance would be $14,634.00 in grant funds and $14,634.00 from the Airport’s Operating Fund.

2.
Capital Project Ordinance 2006-7 (Transit Capital Grant for Lighting).

This ordinance would appropriate $20,000.00 for Transit enhancements such as solar powered lights for bus stop signage and shelters.  The funding sources for this ordinance would be 80 percent federal funds ($16,000.00) and a required 20 percent local match from the General Fund ($4,000.00).  The local match would be included in the FY 2006 General Fund budget.

Special Revenue Project Ordinance Amendment 2006-2 (Appropriation of Federal Forfeiture and Controlled Substance Tax Funds for Law Enforcement Purposes).

This amendment would appropriate $89,878.00 in controlled substance tax revenues, federal forfeiture funds, and associated interest income to increase resources for law enforcement purposes.  The Fayetteville Police Department had specifically requested that at least $25,000.00 be used for training purposes such as developmental courses offered at the Southern Police Institute and law enforcement executive courses.  All of the funds would have to be used for authorized law enforcement purposes.

Capital Project Ordinance Amendment 2006-10 (Transit Capital Grant for Bus Shelters).

This ordinance amendment would appropriate $140,000.00 for Transit bus shelters.  The funding sources for this amendment would be 80 percent federal funds ($112,000.00) and a required 20 percent local match from the General Fund ($28,000.00).  The General Fund local match would be transferred to Transit in a previous fiscal year.

Council Member Haire pulled this item for discussion and requested clarification on the location of the shelters.  He also stated that a State Legislator had stated there was block grant money available to assist in this project.


City Manager Roger Stancil responded they could research the information on the grant and come back to Council and also prepare a map showing the proposed locations of the shelters.

Ordinance Amendments 2006-11 and 2006-12 would provide $700,000.00 for the Festival Park and $231.127.00 for projects complementary to the park.  In addition, the amendments would make funding source adjustments.  After each of these actions would be taken, the total project budget for Festival Park and Complementary projects would be $7,541,262.00 and $853,077.00 respectively.

c.
Capital Project Ordinance Amendment 2006-13 (Transfer Funds to the Festival Park Project).

This $270,780.00 project amendment would appropriate funds that had been originally designated for general parking, demolition, and land acquisition projects to the Festival Park Project.

d.
Budget Ordinance Amendment 2006-7 (Transfer Funds to the Festival Park Project).

This $322,372.00 budget amendment would appropriate funds that had been originally designated as matching funds for Phase II of the Cape Fear River Trail ($175,000.00) and a fund balance appropriation ($147,372.00) to fund the difference.
