b.
Award of contract for annual resurfacing work to Barnhill Contracting Company, lowest responsive bidder, in the reduced amount of $1,434,341.00.


There was only $1,434,341.00 available for this project.  The low bid contractor agreed to reduce the bid quantities and accept a contract in the amount equal to the available funds.  Four streets were removed from the previously approved list of streets to be resurfaced. Council Member Worthy inquired as to why money was being pulled from the fountain.  Mr. Kyle Sonnenberg, Interim City Manager, responded that it would be a better expenditure of funds if the water feature could be integrated with the design of the Art Museum.  He stated the money was being pulled until the design was complete for the Art Museum.

Mayor Chavonne further stated that the president of the Museum of Art had requested delaying any action on the fountain until the Art Museum plan had been developed.

Council Member Worthy inquired if naming rights had been considered to the fountain for contributions.  Ms. Lisa Smith, Chief Financial Officer, responded they were not aware of anyone making a donation, but if someone wanted to make a donation equal to $125,000.00 or some other amount, that would be something that Council could consider at that time.

Council Member Bates requested that $61,000.00 be given back to Parks and Recreation.

The total project budget for Festival Park and complementary projects would be $7,416,262.00 and $853,077.00 respectively.
