Mr. Michael Blight, 220 Devane Street, Fayetteville, NC, spoke regarding the removal of curbside debris generated by under-the-table tree removal companies.  He stated he would like more information on curbside removal procedures.


Mr. David Purcell, 6774 Weeping Water Run, Fayetteville, NC, spoke regarding tractor-trailer parking and stated the problem was finding a place to legally park.


Mr. Ted Mohn, 6961 Bone Creek Drive, Fayetteville, NC, spoke regarding City Council redistricting and stated it was an excellent ideal, the citizens should come first, incumbency protection had to go, gerrymander districts had to go, and voting minority strengths should be protected.


Mr. Jay Hatch, 833 Shaw Mill Road, Fayetteville, NC, spoke regarding solid waste services and expressed concerns with yard waste in his neighborhood not being picked up.


Mr. Steven Moore, 333 Valley Road, Fayetteville, NC, spoke regarding City Council redistricting and stated there was a need for a referendum.  He stated a petition was circulating to place a referendum on the November ballot.

Adopt Budget Ordinance Amendment 2007-2 (Various Items).

This amendment would increase the general fund budget by $404,076.00 and incorporate the Fiscal Year 2006-2007 budget impacts of the Black and Decker property annexation, the transfer of the City Clerk function from the City Manager’s office to the City Attorney’s office, the transfer of three positions to Customer Focus, the delivery of a fire pumper ordered but not received in Fiscal Year 2005-2006, and the receipt of donations for fire prevention activities.  The amendment would re-appropriate $358,187.00 of General Fund balance (resulting from the unspent Fiscal Year 2005-2006 budget) for the pumper, and appropriate $3,865.00 of General Fund balance to provide additional funding for the fire protection contract for the Black and Decker property.

2.
Accept 2006 NC DOT Aviation Allocation for the Fayetteville Regional Airport.
3.
Special Revenue Project Ordinance 2007-2 (Juvenile Restitution Program).
This ordinance would appropriate $118,521.00 for the Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention Program for Fiscal Year 2006-2007.  The funding for this program would be $95,635.00 grant funds, $13,386.00 Cumberland County Funds, and a $9,500.00 City of Fayetteville in-kind match for office space, supplies, and materials.

4.
Special Revenue Project Ordinance 2007-3 (Community Development Block Grant Program) and Special Revenue Project Ordinance 2007-4 (Home Grant Program).
These ordinances would appropriate $1,357,515.00 for the Community Development Block Grant Program and $892,029.00 for the HOME Investment Partnership Program.

Special Revenue Project Ordinance Partial Closeout 2007-1 (Community Development Block Grant Program) and Special Revenue Project Ordinance Partial Closeout 2007-2 (Home Grant Program).

These partial closeouts would close out the actual CDBG and HOME Program revenues and expenditures and associated budgets for previous fiscal years and have been audited.  If approved, the remaining budgets for these ordinances would be $985,871.00 and $594,698.00 for the CDBG program and HOME program, respectively.

Special Revenue Project Ordinance 2007-5 (Gangs Across the Carolinas Conference Grant).
This ordinance would appropriate $31,255.00 for the 2006 Gangs Across the Carolinas training conference.  The funding for this program would be $23,441.25 in grant funds and a $7,813.75 local match provided by the North Carolina Gang Investigators Association.

On June 6, 2006, bids were received for the purchase of two Cab and Chassis with Rear Loading Refuse Compacting Bodies.  Council approved the purchase of these two units from Southern Truck Service, Charlotte, NC, low bidder meeting specifications.  The original bid documents contained an additional buy clause upon agreement between the City and the vendor.  The City has nine refuse trucks budgeted for Fiscal Year 2006-2007.  Southern Truck Service has agreed to extend the original price of $143,152.00 each for the purchase of these units.

He stated the County adopted the PND Plan prior to annexation in the mid-1980s and the City Council had last adopted the plan on March 22, 2004.  He stated before development plans could be approved, the general PND Plan would need to be re-adopted since it had been over two years since it was adopted.  He stated staff’s recommendation was to re‑adopt the PND Plan.

Council asked questions of Mr. Teal regarding the traffic concerns expressed in the public forum.

Mr. Teal stated Bahama Loop is the only road that abuts the property and would be the point of entry and exit.  He stated the Council could delay action and hold a public hearing on the second item.


Council Member Meredith inquired if this was a renewal of the planned neighborhood development and not a change.  Mr. Teal responded in the affirmative.
