Mr. Jimmy Teal, Planning Director, gave an overview of the following cases scheduled for Council’s August 28, 2006, agenda:

Approve the rezoning from AR Agricultural\Residential District to R10 Residential District or to a more restrictive zoning classification for property located at the western end of Olted Road. Containing 27.65 acres more or less and being the property of Doris and Michael Bunnells as evidenced by deeds recorded in Deed Books 6618, 6634, 3186 & 7078, Pages 493, 71, 803 & 674, respectively, Cumberland County Registry. Case No. P06-62F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the Zoning Commission and planning staff recommend R10 zoning.  

Approve the rezoning from C1 Commercial District to R6 Residential District or to a more restrictive zoning classification for property located at 1212 Irving Street. Containing .21 acres more or less and being the property of Wilfred and Hilda Long as evidenced by deed recorded in Deed Book 2596, Page 822, Cumberland County Registry. Case No. P06-65F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated that although the 2010 Land Use Plan Map suggests commercial uses, the Zoning Commission and planning staff recommend R6 zoning.  

Approve the rezoning from AR Agricultural\Residential District and PND Planned Neighborhood District to C1 Commercial District or to a more restrictive zoning classification for property located on the northwest corner of Raeford Road and Gillis Hill Road. Containing 3.96 acres more or less and being the property of Barker Corporation as evidenced by deed recorded in Deed Book 4613, Page 436, Cumberland County Registry. Case No. P06-67F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the Zoning Commission and planning staff recommend C1 commercial zoning.  

Approve the rezoning from C3 Commercial District to C2 Central Business District or to a more restrictive zoning classification for property located at 505 East Russell Street. Containing 2.13 acres more or less and being the property of the City of Fayetteville as evidenced by deed recorded in Deed Book 1055, Page 348, Cumberland County Registry. Case No. P06-68F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the rezoning change will allow mixed use of commercial and residential uses as proposed in the Hope 6 Plan for this location.  He stated the Zoning Commission and planning staff recommend approval of C2 Central Business District zoning.   

Consider an overlay district to Manufacturing Home Overlay District (MHO) for property located on Zepher Road. Containing 7.09 acres more or less and being the property of Sherrill and Panthia Colier as evidenced by deeds recorded by the Cumberland County Register of Deeds Office. Case No. P06-56F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and stated the petitioners had requested a Manufacturing Home Overlay District for 17 parcels located on or near Zepher Road containing a mobile home on each lot.  He stated that the mobile homes are considered legal non-conforming structures preventing Mr. Colier from removing one of the mobile homes and replacing it with another mobile home.  Mr. Teal He stated the Zoning Commission and planning staff recommend approval.   

Consider the rezoning from R10 residential district to C1 commercial district or to a more restrictive zoning classification for property located at 7502 Telfair Drive. Containing .56 acres more or less and being the property of Wallis and Rosemonde Waller as evidenced by deed recorded in Deed Book 2722, Page 290, Cumberland County Registry. Case No. P06-34F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated that the applicant requested commercial zoning but is satisfied with professional zoning.  He stated the Zoning Commission and planning staff recommend P2 professional district rather than C1 commercial district. 

Consider the rezoning from R10 Residential District to C1P Commercial District or to a more restrictive zoning classification for property located on the northeast side of A&R Railroad, between Old McPherson Church Road and South McPherson Church Road. Containing 3.22 acres more or less and being the property of David Bedsole, ETAL as evidenced by deeds recorded in Deed Book 1146 & 529, Pages 444 & 203, respectively, Cumberland County Registry. Case No. P06-63F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the applicant is seeking commercial uses at this location.  Mr. Teal stated the Zoning Commission recommends P2 Professional District rather than C1P Commercial District as requested.  

Consider the rezoning from R15 Residential District and PND Planned Neighborhood District to R5 Residential District or to a more restrictive zoning classification for property located on the western side of Rosehill Road and the southeast side of McArthur and Rosehill Roads. Containing 35.40 acres more or less and being the property of Hoke Loop Partners, LLC as evidenced by deeds recorded in Deed Book 7239, 6810 & 7239, Pages 787, 875 and 787, respectively, Cumberland County Registry. Case No. P06-64F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the applicant is seeking rezoning from low-density residential development to high-density residential development. Mr. Teal stated the Zoning Commission recommends denial of the PND property to R5 and approval of the R15 property to R10. 
Consider the rezoning from R10 Residential District to P2 Professional District or to a more restrictive zoning classification for property located at 2019 Owen Drive. Containing .59 acres more or less and being the property of Lonnie Watson as evidenced by deed recorded in Deed Book 2114, Page 206, Cumberland County Registry.  P06-66F

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the applicant is seeking rezoning from low-density residential use to office use. Mr. Teal stated the Zoning Commission recommends denial of the rezoning from R10 Residential District to P2 Professional District.   

Consider a request to amend the Lake Shores' Planned Neighborhood District development plan by changing 1.35 acres at the corner of Bahama Loop and Offing Drive from R10 designation to R6 designation.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the applicant is seeking a change from low-density residential development to medium-density residential development.  Mr. Teal stated planning staff recommends approval of the request.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned.
