Budget Ordinance Amendment 2007-5 (Various Items)

This budget ordinance amendment appropriates $4,488,215.00 of General Fund balance,  $302,649.00 of Storm Water Fund balance, $2,885.00 of Enhanced 911 Fund balance, $26,801.00 of Airport Fund net assets, $2,408.00 of Risk Management Fund net assets, and $30,093.00 of Warranty Vehicle Lease Fund net assets for prior year designations and encumbrances as authorized in the original fiscal year 2006-07 budget ordinance.  This amendment also appropriates $6,000.00 from General Fund balance designated for senior recreation programming for a phone system for the Cumberland County Coordinating Council on Older Adults, $15,000.00 from General Fund balance to fund repairs at Cross Creek Cemetery, $70,500.00 from the General Fund balance reserved for the County Parks District for equipment repairs and replacement, $7,500.00 of donations received for the Fire Department, and $175,000.00 from remaining funds in the City’s Fleet Maintenance Fund to provide for an upgrade of the City’s fueling system.  Additionally, $33,475.00 of Airport Fund net assets is being appropriated to purchase a passenger boarding ramp needed to accommodate jets used by Allegiant Air and Delta Airlines.

Council Member Haire requested information regarding the $302,649.00 storm water fund balance.  Ms. Smith stated the entire amendment addresses encumbrances and other items from the previous year’s budget that were not expended by June 30, 2006.  Ms. Smith stated the encumbrances are being rolled forward in the budget and are not for new projects.

Mr. Jimmy Teal, Planning Director, presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the Zoning Commission recommended approval of the Manufactured Home Overly (MHO) District for the seventeen lots requested.    
This is the advertised public hearing set for this date and time.  The public hearing opened at 7:13 p.m.

Ms. Ashley Burkham, 6271 Carver Oaks Drive, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in opposition and stated the owner of the Village at Carver Falls does not want any new development unless a stop light is put in place.

Ken Averitte, 1024 Elliot Farm Road, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in favor and asked that consideration be given to extending the overlay onto the remaining lots in the neighborhood.  Mr. Averitte stated at the present he cannot do anything with the lot he owns except build a house, which is not economically practical.

Glen Myers, 7051 Zepher Road, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in favor and stated he has lived on the property for thirty years and he would like to continue to live there and possibly upgrade his residence.

Bobbie Ammons, 7030 Zepher Road, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in favor and stated if anything happened to his trailer, he would be living in the street. 

Leilani Willis, 7002 Zepher Road, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in favor and stated that if anything happened to her trailer, she did not know what she and her two boys would do because she can only afford the amount she currently pays.

Rasheedan Taylor, 7010 Zepher Road, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in favor and stated she would like the old trailers moved out because some of them are beyond repair and residents would like newer trailers for more livable housing at affordable prices.

Sherrill Collier, 201 Andrews Road, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in favor and stated he owns seventeen lots and several of the manufactured homes need to be replaced.  Mr. Collier stated he would like to upgrade to make the neighborhood more desirable otherwise the neighborhood will continue to decline. 

Rebecca Cockman, 7054 Zepher Road, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in favor and expressed concern about the neighborhood needing to be cleaned up.  

There was no one further to speak and the public hearing closed at 7:25 p.m.

Mr. Teal responded to questions from Council Members.  Council Member Gonzalez expressed concern about possible violations of the City Code.

Containing .56 acres more or less and being the property of Wallis and Rosemonde Waller as evidenced by deed recorded in Deed Book 2722, Page 290, Cumberland County Registry.Case No. P06-34F.

Mr. Jimmy Teal, Planning Director, presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the Zoning Commission recommended rezoning from R10 Residential District to P2 Professional.
This is the advertised public hearing set for this date and time.  The public hearing opened at 7:55 p.m.

Rosemonde Waller, 7502 Telfair Drive, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in favor and stated the property is better suited for a business than a home because of the amount of traffic.  Mrs. Waller stated she lost a sale of the property because it had been contingent upon the rezoning.  

Wallis Waller, 7502 Telfair Drive, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in favor and expressed concern about the rezoning issue having gone on since March 2006.  Mr. Waller stated he did not understand why Council did not follow the recommendation of the Zoning Commission for P2 because the buyer would have accepted that designation but instead he lost $275,000.00 when the sale fell through.  Mr. Waller stated all the other properties on Reilly Road are zoned C1 and his property should be rezoned because it is no longer suitable for a residence.  

Nancy Torres, 7584 Deerwood Drive, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in opposition and expressed concern about traffic at the entrance into the neighborhood and the dangerous Reilly Road/Telfair Drive corner.    

Kathleen Tannehill, 7514 Ascot Avenue, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in opposition and expressed concern over traffic entering and exiting.  Ms. Tannenhill stated the property is not appropriate for a business.

There was no one further to speak and the public hearing closed at 8:10 p.m.

Mr. Teal responded to questions from Council and discussion ensued.

Mr. Jimmy Teal, Planning Director, presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the Zoning Commission recommended approval of the rezoning from R10 Residential District to P2 Professional District rather than C1P Commercial District as requested. 
This is the advertised public hearing set for this date and time.  The public hearing opened at 8:23 p.m.

Thomas Bradford, 460 Willow Bend Lane, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in favor and stated that C1P was needed for a restaurant on the roof of the office building.  Mr. Bradford stated the building would be mixed use and traffic was not anticipated to exceed that of office buildings of similar size.  

David Mayo, 5430 Thompson Circle, Hope Mills, NC, appeared in favor and stated his business is Owen’s Florist and the property on which it is located is up for sale.  Mr. Mayo stated his business may have to move into the office building and in order to move, the property would have to be rezoned C1P.    

Dr. Roland Lingle, 997 South McPherson Church Road, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in opposition and expressed concern over excessive traffic volume on South McPherson Road at the Raeford Road intersection.  Dr. Lingle stated traffic flow and difficulties associated with the railroad barrier should be taken into consideration for development that could occur under C1P zoning.  

There was no one further to speak and the public hearing closed at 8:35 p.m.

Containing 35.40 acres more or less and being the property of Hoke Loop Partners, LLC as evidenced by deeds recorded in Deed Book 7239, 6810 & 7239, Pages 787, 875 and 787, respectively, Cumberland County Registry. Case No. P06-64F.

Mr. Jimmy Teal, Planning Director, presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the Zoning Commission recommended denial of the rezoning from PND Planned Neighborhood District to R5 for the large tract east of Rosehill Road and approval for R10 to R15 for the small tract west of Rosehill Road.

Mr. Teal responded to questions posed regarding traffic concerns and the Planning Commission’s recommendation.
This is the advertised public hearing set for this date and time.  The public hearing opened at 8:44 p.m.

Thomas Bradford, 460 Willow Bend Lane, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in favor and stated the neighborhood is transitional and the majority use is commercial.  He stated the 295 exchange is going to bring an upgrade to McArthur Road and DOT has indicated that Rosehill Road is next.   

Karen Allen, 4220 Sussex, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in opposition and expressed concerns about drainage problems that would be caused by the development.  Ms. Allen asked that as development occurs in the neighborhood, it stay at a minimum.   

Ed Welch, 586 Kent Street, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in opposition and expressed concern regarding the impact a larger volume of residents would have on fire safety, police security and elementary schools already at capacity.     

There was no one further to speak and the public hearing closed at 8:55 p.m.

He stated that Zoning Commission recommended denial of the rezoning from R10 Residential District to P2 Professional District.  
This is the advertised public hearing set for this date and time.  The public hearing opened at 9:10 p.m.

Thomas Council, 3310 Lake Bend Drive, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in favor and stated the highest and best use of the property is P2 because it is surrounded by commercial properties and would not create a significant increase in traffic.   

Vernetta Farmer, 2005 Poinciana Lane, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in opposition and expressed concern for entering and exiting the Holiday Park area from Owen Drive and additional traffic that would occur from professional development.  

On rebuttal from proponent, Mr. Council stated Poinciana Lane would not be impacted by traffic and P2 is the appropriate zoning when considering the adjoining properties.  

On rebuttal from opponent, Ms. Farmer expressed further concerns regarding the flow of traffic through Poinciana Lane from Owen Drive.  

There was no one further to speak and the public hearing closed at 9:18 p.m.

Ms. Farmer and Mr. Council responded to questions from Council.  Discussion ensued.
