Presentation of Proclamation in honor of Disability Awareness Month

Mayor Chavonne and Council Member Williams presented a proclamation to Charles Luther and Charles Yates, members of the Advisory Council for People with Disabilities, proclaiming October 2006 as Disability Awareness Month.  Mr. Luther expressed his appreciation.  

Mayor Chavonne read a proclamation from the City of New Orleans extending appreciation to the City of Fayetteville, NC, and GOTDAD, Inc. for the support and hospitality shown in working with people from New Orleans. Council Member Meredith presented a certificate of recognition to Joe McGee, Director of GOTDAD, Inc. in honor of the organization’s outreach in the City and to Hurricane Katrina survivors.

Ms. Savanna Nelson, 212 Hay Street, Fayetteville, NC, spoke regarding her scooter delivery service in the downtown area and submitted a petition supporting her business.  Ms. Nelson asked Council to consider giving her a pass or creating a scooter or bike lane so she can continue her business.

Mr. Ted Mohn, 6961 Bone Creek Drive, Fayetteville, NC, spoke regarding the rezoning request from R10 to C1 for 7502 Telfair Drive previously denied by Council.  Mr. Mohn provided a presentation regarding already existing small business/commercial properties in the neighborhood and their entrances onto Telfair Drive.  Mr. Mohn asked Council to consider rezoning the property from R10 to P2 as recommended by staff.  

Mrs. Rosemonde Waller, 7502 Telfair Drive, Fayetteville, NC, spoke regarding the rezoning of her property at 7502 Telfair Drive and stated no one from Telfair Drive opposed the zoning.  Mrs. Waller stated the rezoning would not create any more traffic than the existing businesses or the church and asked Council to be more open to the rezoning.    

Mr. John Malzone, 3305 Hutton Place, Fayetteville, NC, spoke as President of the Downtown Alliance in support of Savanna Nelson.  Mr. Malzone encouraged the City to involve the Downtown Alliance and merchants when making decisions regarding the downtown area. 

Mr. Steven Moore, 333 Valley Road, Fayetteville, NC, spoke regarding the City Council restructuring petition he had circulated and stated the Cumberland County Board of Elections had certified 5000 registered voter signatures.       

Mr. Amir Eronomy Muhammed, 2700 Murchison Road, Fayetteville, NC, spoke regarding a daily train from Washington to Raleigh and conversations with Congressman Bob Etheridge about Fayetteville being part of the daily train’s route.

Capital Project Ordinance Amendment 2007-7 (300 Block of Hay Street Project) 


Council is asked to approve a $334,000.00 budget amendment for the 300 Block project.  The source of funds for the amendment is sale proceeds of three parcels of land associated with the project.  These funds will be used to meet the City’s obligations for site development (i.e., design and engineering for city’s portion of site development, utilities to building pad, streetscape on Hay Street, Ray Avenue and Franklin Street sides of the development, parking lot development and landscaping) as outlined in the City’s agreement with the developer.
