Mr. Jimmy Teal, Planning Director, gave an overview of the following cases scheduled for Council’s October 23, 2006, agenda:

Approve the rezoning from C1P commercial district to C1 commercial district or to a more restrictive zoning classification for property located at 6180 Ramsey Street. Containing .52 acres more or less and being the property of Kasmin Davis as evidenced by deed recorded in Deed Book 7150, Page 311, Cumberland County Registry. Case No. P06-69F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the applicant is seeking C1 commercial district zoning to reduce setback requirements in order to change the existing structure from non-conforming to conforming.  He stated the Zoning Commission and planning staff concur with the applicant’s request.  

Approve the rezoning from C1 commercial district to C3 commercial district/conditional zoning allowing two trucks to be parked anytime on property located between Winslow Street and Southern Avenue with landscaping on eastern property line. Containing .08 acres more or less and being the property of Randolph McKoy as evidenced by deed recorded in Deed Book 5101, Page 603, Cumberland County Registry. Case No. P06-73F.    

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the Zoning Commission and applicant agreed upon landscaping on the eastern property line that abuts an existing home.  

Council Member Meredith asked for clarification as to the process when a rezoning is sent back to the Zoning Commission.  City Attorney Karen McDonald explained the process and that it was on the consent agenda because no one appealed the Zoning Commission decision.  She further explained that the options were to approve or set a public hearing.  City Attorney Karen McDonald also advised the minutes of the City Council meeting when this was previously heard would be provided. 

Council Member Evans asked for clarification on who can appeal a rezoning case.  City Attorney Karen McDonald explained anyone can appeal a rezoning case.   

Consider the initial zoning to CD conservation district, AR agricultural district and C3 commercial district or to a more restrictive zoning classification for property located on the western side of River Road, east of the Cape Fear River and north of the CSX railroad track.  Containing 334.008 acres more or less and being the property of Estate Builders, LLC as evidenced by map and legal description furnished by the City of Fayetteville. Case No. P06-72F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use and the current zoning in the County.  He then explained Council’s policy is to initially zone an annexed property to the most comparable zoning in the City or if the owner requests a more restrictive zoning, to the more restrictive zoning.  He further explained the zoning for Parcel 1 would be CD, the most comparable zoning for Parcel 2 and 4 would be AR, the owner had requested AR for Parcel 3 and the owner had requested C3 for Parcel 5.  

Consider an application by Gregory Hughes for a Special Use Permit provided for by the City of Fayetteville Code of Ordinances, Article IV, Section 30-107(24) to allow a daycare in an R10 residential district for property located on the southwest corner of Santa Fe Drive and Glenrock Drive. Containing .64 acres more or less and being the property of Leola and Gregory Hughes as evidenced by deeds recorded in Deed Books 6938 and 6093, Pages 731 and 537, Cumberland County Registry. Case No. P06-70F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated a Special Use Permit approved by City Council is required for a daycare to operate in a residential district without someone residing at the residence.  He stated the Zoning Commission recommends approval with conditions.  

Consider an application by Elsie Corey for a Special Use Permit provided for by the City of Fayetteville Code of Ordinances, Article IV, Section 30-107(24) to allow a daycare in an R6 residential district for property located at 7440 April Drive. Containing .26 acres more or less and being the property of Heather and Leonard Bluhm as evidenced by deed recorded in Deed Book 6446, Page 619, Cumberland County Registry. Case No. P06-71F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated a Special Use Permit approved by City Council is required for a daycare to operate in a residential district without someone residing at the residence. He stated the Zoning Commission recommends approval with conditions.  
There being no further business, the meeting adjourned.
