2.
Capital Project Ordinance Amendment 2007-9 (Appropriation of Investment Income for Bond Projects)

This amendment will appropriate an additional $100,000 in investment income resulting from the investment of the City's Series 2005 general obligation bond proceeds. The investment income must be appropriated by City Council before the funds can be spent for their intended purposes such as street improvements and sidewalk construction.

3.
Budget Ordinance Amendment 2007-7 (Fire Department, Customer Focus and Central Business Tax District)

This budget ordinance amendment will increase the Fire Department budget appropriation by $161,778 to fund increased over-time costs and contract costs for fire protection for the annexation areas.  The source of funding for this appropriation increase is a general fund balance appropriation of $161,778.  Additionally, this amendment will increase the budget for Customer Focus by $13,500 to appropriate funding received from the Cumberland County Tourism Development Authority to assist with expenditures associated with hosting the 2007 North Carolina League of Municipalities Conference.  Finally, the amendment will appropriate $25,000 of Central Business Tax District fund balance for the purchase of tree lights for Hay and Person Streets.

Amendment to Grant Agreement with NCDOT for the security camera upgrade at Fayetteville Regional Airport and adoption of Capital Project Ordinance Amendment 2007-8 (Security System Upgrade).

The Fayetteville City Council accepted a grant from NCDOT for “Installation of Security Camera System – Upgrade” on October 24, 2005 in the amount of $18,000.  The full cost of the security camera system upgrade was initially set at $20,000 and funded at $18,000 NCDOT and $2,000 Local.  This request will add $4,500 to the amount funded by the NCDOT and $500 to the Local (Airport) share.  The additional funds are needed to ensure that cameras are located in all critical areas not covered by the original installation.

Mayor Pro Tem Massey, Chair, presented this item and summarized the October 25, 2006 meeting.  Discussion at the meeting included City/County consolidation, the feasibility study for a regional transportation system, BRAC Regional Task Force, sewer service and land use planning and the 2030 Plan.

Discussion at the meeting included 2007 Town Hall meetings and panhandling and homelessness in Fayetteville.  Council Members spoke to difficulties involved with solving panhandling and homeless issues in the City.  Council Member Worthy suggested the issues be handled separately.
