Mr. Jimmy Teal, Planning Director, gave an overview of the following cases scheduled for Council’s November 27, 2006, agenda:

Approve a Manufactured Home Overlay (MHO) District in an AR Agricultural\Residential district for property located north of King Road and west of Dundle Road. Containing 8.66 acres more or less and being the property of Gilbert and Pamala Hall as evidenced by deeds recorded in Deed Books 4152 and 4228, Pages 654 and 729, Cumberland County Registry. Case No. P06-74F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and stated the applicant is seeking a Manufacturing Home Overlay District for eight lots located off of King Road.  Currently, six of the lots contain manufactured homes.  The applicant wishes to place manufactured homes on the other two lots.  The Zoning Commission and planning staff recommend the Manufactured Home Overlay District.

Approve the rezoning from C1P commercial district to C1 commercial district or to a more restrictive zoning classification for property located at 2008 Murchison Road.  Containing 1.10 acres more or less and being the property of Suburban Pawn, Inc. as evidenced by deed recorded in Deed Book 4404, Page 712, Cumberland County Registry. Case No. P06-75F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the applicant is requesting C1 commercial district based on the setbacks being less than the setbacks in the C1P commercial district.  The 2010 Land Use Plan Map recommends commercial uses for this property.  Mr. Teal stated the Zoning Commission and planning staff recommend C1 commercial district.

Approve the initial zoning to P2 professional district or to a more restrictive zoning classification for property located east of Ramsey Street and north of Lofton Drive.  Containing .86 acres more or less and being the property of W. Worth, LLC as evidenced by map and legal description furnished by the City of Fayetteville and annexed by the City of Fayetteville on October 23, 2006.  Case No. P06-76F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated City Council policy is to initially zone property to the closest city zoning district as it was zoned in the county. The property was zoned O & I in the county.  The comparable zoning in the city is P2 professional district.  Mr. Teal stated the Zoning Commission and the planning staff recommend P2 zoning.

Consider the rezoning from C1 commercial district to C3 commercial district/conditional zoning allowing two trucks to be parked anytime on the property located between Winslow Street and Southern Avenue with landscaping on the eastern property line.  Containing .08 acres more or less and being the property of Randoph McKoy as evidenced by deed recorded in Deed Book 5101, Page 603, Cumberland County Registry. Case No. P06-73F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the applicant is seeking C3 commercial district/conditional zoning to park two trucks on the property.  He stated the Zoning Commission and the applicant agreed upon landscaping on the eastern property line abutting an existing house.  Mr. Teal stated the Zoning Commission recommends approval of C3/CZ zoning district.

Consider the rezoning from R10 residential district to C1 commercial district or to a more restrictive zoning classification for property located at 1601 Scampton Drive and 1227 Pamalee Drive.  Containing 1.02 acres more or less and being the property of JR Bailey as evidenced by deed recorded in Deed Book 3552, Page 82, Cumberland County Registry. Case No. P06-78F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the applicant is seeking a change of zoning from residential to commercial.  Mr. Teal stated the Zoning Commission recommends denial. 
Consider an application by Bobby Washington for a Special Use Permit as provided for by the City of Fayetteville Code of Ordinances, Article IV, Section 30-109(4) to allow a charitable institution in an R5 residential district at 208 and 210 Campbell Avenue.  Containing .28 acres more or less and being the property of Charles Haigh and John Daskal as evidenced by deeds recorded in Deed Book 3301 and 520, Pages 255 and 163, Cumberland County Registry.  Case No. P06-79F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the applicant is seeking a special use permit to operate a tutoring class at this location.  He stated the Zoning Commission recommends approval with conditions.  
Consider the rezoning from R15 residential district to P2 professional district or to a more restrictive zoning classification for property located at 3622 Morganton Road.  Containing .86 acres more or less and being the property of KLRK, LLC as evidenced by deed recorded in Deed Book 7161, Page 657, Cumberland County Registry. P06-80F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the applicant is seeking a rezoning from residential to professional to operate an office at that location.  Mr. Teal stated the Zoning Commission recommends P4 Professional District. 
There being no further business, the meeting adjourned.
