Mr. Jimmy Teal, Planning Director, gave an overview of the following cases scheduled for Council’s December 11, 2006 agenda:

Approve the rezoning from AR Agricultural/Residential District to R10 Residential District or to a more restrictive zoning classification for property located on the western side of Dundle Road, south of Heatherbrook Drive.  Containing 32.35 acres more or less and being the property of Dundle Investments, LLC as evidenced by deed recorded in Deed Book 7367, Page 653, Cumberland County Registry. Case No. P06-81F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the applicant is seeking R10 Residential District that allows the same density of housing as the subdivisions that abut the property.  Mr. Teal stated the Zoning Commission and planning staff recommend R10 zoning.
Approve the rezoning from R5A Residential District to C1 Commercial District or to a more restrictive zoning classification for property located at 1900 Murchison Road. Containing .34 acres more or less and being the property of Walter and Patricia Graham as evidenced by deed recorded in Deed Book 3183, Page 42, Cumberland County Registry. Case P06-82F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the applicant is seeking C1 Commercial District to change the restaurant at that location from a non-conforming use to a conforming use.  Mr. Teal stated the Zoning Commission and planning staff recommended C1 zoning. 
Approve the rezoning from R10 Residential District to P2 Professional District or to a more restrictive zoning classification for property located at 118 Law Road.  Containing .69 acres more or less and being the property of Gene and Maxine James as evidenced by deed recorded in Deed Book 1082, Page 21, Cumberland County Registry.  Case No. P06-83F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the City Council approved professional zoning for two lots next to this property in February 2006.  Mr. Teal stated the Zoning Commission and planning staff recommend P2 zoning.  
Approve the addition of a Manufactured Home Overlay District (MHO) in an AR Agricultural/Residential District and R6 Residential District for property (40 lots) located on the eastern and western sides of Wayne Lane, north of King Road.  Containing 26.21 acres more or less and being the property of Sherman and Lorena Davis and Sherman and Mary Davis, Jr. as evidenced by deeds recorded in the Cumberland County Register of Deeds.  Case No. P06-87F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and stated the applicant is seeking a Manufacturing Home Overlay District for forty lots located on Wayne Lane.  He stated nearly all of the lots currently contain manufactured housing.  He further stated the applicant wishes to have the opportunity to upgrade the manufactured housing and this is only allowed with the manufactured home overlay district.  Mr. Teal stated the Zoning Commission and planning staff recommend approval of the Manufactured Home Overlay District.
Consider the rezoning from R10 Residential District to R6 Residential District or to a more restrictive zoning classification for property located on the eastern side of Rosehill Road, south of Country Club Drive.  Containing 32 acres more or less and being the property of Green Valley South, LLC as evidenced by deed recorded in Deed Book 7356, Page 822, Cumberland County Registry. Case No. P06-84F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the applicant wishes to rezone the property from low-density residential zoning to medium-density residential zoning.  He stated the Zoning Commission recommends denial. 
Consider the rezoning from R10 Residential District to R6 Residential District or to a more restrictive zoning classification for property located at 356 Law Road.  Containing .72 acres more or less and being the property of Matthew Epler as evidenced by deed recorded in Deed Book 7119, Page 768, Cumberland County Registry. Case No. P06-86F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the applicant wishes to rezone the property from low-density residential zoning to medium-density residential zoning.  He stated the Zoning Commission recommends denial.  
Consider an application by Chiquetta Davis for a Special Use Permit as provided for by the City of Fayetteville Code of Ordinances, Article IV, Section 30-107(24) to allow a daycare in an R6 Residential District for property located at 636 Walker Street.  Containing .23 acres more or less and being the property of Preston and Chiquetta Davis, Jr. as evidenced by deed recorded in Deed Book 4151, Page 150, Cumberland County Registry. Case No. P06-89F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated a Special Use Permit approved by City Council is required for a daycare to operate in a residential district without someone residing at the residence.  He stated the Zoning Commission recommends approval with conditions.  

Consider an application by David Matthews for a Special Use Permit as provided for by the City of Fayetteville Code of Ordinances, Article IV, Section 30-120(4) to allow an additional mini-storage building in a C1P Commercial District for property located at 5407 Ramsey Street. Containing 4.9 acres more or less and being the property of Lampe Management Company, Inc. as evidenced by deed recorded in Deed Book 5939, Page 252, Cumberland County Registry. Case No. P06-90F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the applicant is requesting an additional mini-storage building on an existing mini-storage site.  He further stated City Council approved a special use permit for mini-storage at this location on December 9, 2002 and to add an additional building, the applicant needs approval from City Council.  Mr. Teal stated the Zoning Commission recommends approval with conditions.  

Consider extending the corporate limits of the City of Fayetteville for a petition-initiated contiguous annexation by Andrew Road properties (Located on the southern side of Andrews Road between Ramsey Street and Stoneridge Road)

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the applicant wishes to develop the properties for commercial and office uses with PWC water and sewer and City Council policy requires an annexation petition for the property owner to connect to the PWC system.  Mr. Teal stated the recommended action is to adopt an annexation ordinance with an effective date of February 7, 2007.

Consider the rezoning from R10 Residential District and P4 professional District to P2 Professional District or to a more restrictive zoning classification for property located on the southern side of Country Club Drive and the western side of Wedgewood Drive.  Containing 5.55 acres more or less and being the property of Cornerstone Coastal Development, LLC, American General Financial Services, Inc., and Anne Culbreth as evidenced by deeds recorded in Deed Books 7291, 7197, 7240 & 7244, Pages 359, 668, 679 and 67, Cumberland County Registry.  Case No. P06-88F.

Mr. Teal presented this item and showed a vicinity map.  Mr. Teal gave an overview of the current land use, current zoning, surrounding land use and zoning, and 2010 Land Use Plan.  He stated the applicant requests P2 professional zoning to allow for offices or residential uses. Mr. Teal stated the Zoning Commission recommends P2 Professional District for the two parcels abutting Country Club Drive and denial of the rezoning for the two interior parcels abutting Wedgewood Drive and Ralph Street.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned.
