Council Member Keefe requested to pull Item 2.A. for discussion.  Council Member Keefe stated this item was in line with Council’s directive of getting more involved with some of the financial considerations of the City.

Council Member Fogleman inquired as to why it was necessary to refer this item.  Council Member Keefe responded it was a directive of the Mayor that Council should be more involved with the financial concerns of the City and this item had to do with City funds in excess of $1,000,000.00.


Mayor Pro Tem Kendrick inquired as to the clarification and timelines regarding this item.  Chief Development Officer Ben Brown responded this item was a typical tri-party agreement that Council approves as part of the administrative support package to new construction that was approved in the One-Year Action Plan that was approved for the current fiscal year.  He stated these documents were required to process the loan agreement between the developer, the City, and the developer’s bank and the loan was for $600,000.00.

Council Member Worthy withdrew his second.  Council Member Keefe rescinded his motion.

Public hearing on proposed annexation of Area 4-B (Ashton Forest, LaFayette Village, Queensdale, Shenandoah, Sherwood Park, Beaver Creek, Beaver Creek South, Williamsburg Plantation and portions of Arran Lakes West) - PUBLIC HEARING ONLY - NO ACTION.


City Manager Roger Stancil gave a brief power point presentation on the items that were presented at the neighborhood information meetings.  Mick Noland, PWC, Chief Operations Officer of Water Resources, spoke regarding PWC matters as they relate to the annexation.

P01-43F.  Consider revisions and amendments to the Fayetteville Code of Ordinances, Chapter 32, Zoning, Article IV, Section 32‑22(8.1), to change the separation requirement between family care and group homes up to one-half mile. (SECOND READING - NO DEBATE)

No discussion was held on this item.  Mayor Pitts stated the motion was already on the floor to increase the limit to one-half mile.  The previous motion was as follows:

Consider resolution requesting that the General Assembly amend N.C.G.S. §§ 160A-426(b) and 160A-432(b) to include residential structures.

RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FAYETTEVILLE IN SUPPORT OF AMENDING N.C.G.S. §§ 160A-426(b) AND 160A-432(b) TO INCLUDE RESIDENTIAL STRUCTURES.  RESOLUTION NO. R2002-003.

City Manager Roger Stancil presented this item.  Mr. Stancil stated the recommendation from the Policy Committee was to ask the General Assembly Delegation to amend Sections 160A-426(b) and 160A‑432(b) to include residential structures to enhance the City’s ability to work with neighborhoods in community improvement and this was what this resolution would do.

Council Member Fogleman expressed her concern regarding the resolution, stating she did not feel this resolution would be doing what she hoped it would do.  Council Member Fogleman stated the resolution specifically stated residential structures and unsafe, but it did not say anything about structures that would attract people who were participating in unsavory or illegal activities and that was what was hoped to be accomplished with this resolution.  Interim City Attorney Amanda Little responded this resolution was just another avenue to enhance and help in residential areas.

Council Member Fogleman inquired if this resolution would address the problem on Orange Street.  Interim City Attorney Amanda Little responded this would not be a cure-all but it would assist.

Council Member Gonzalez expressed her concern regarding nonresidential areas, adding she realized there were problems in residential areas, but there were also a lot of problems in nonresidential areas.  Council Member Gonzalez inquired if there was enough manpower to cover both the residential and nonresidential problems that the City had.  City Manager Roger Stancil responded part of the solution that had been sought was a way to raise money from people who operated rental houses as a way to begin to address the higher cost of service that was required to deal with some of the problems that were caused.


Council Member Smith stated she felt this resolution would not do anything to make the slum landlords be more responsible to those who lived in the community.  City Manager Roger Stancil responded this was going to require some other legislation for the City and the Neighborhood Task Force was researching and working on that.


Mayor Pro Tem Kendrick stated that for future reference he hoped the City was looking into ways to expedite the code enforcement system and to not make the process so labor intensive.  City Manager Roger Stancil responded they would find ways to do that and it would definitely help when an Assistant City Attorney was hired so they could specifically concentrate on code enforcement.

6.
Presentation of shared community internet site.


Mr. Wick Smith presented this item.  Mr. Smith showed slides of what the site actually looked like and gave a brief description of what would be available on the site.


Council Member Worthy inquired if the site had any information on the council members.  Mr. Smith responded council members were not on this site because it was designed to pipe people out to other sites that do a more extensive job at providing information.


Council Member Massey inquired as to the historical content of this site.  Mr. Smith responded that avenue was being explored as a part of the next expansion of this site.

7. Report on City Council Policy Agenda 2001; Targets for Council Action.

City Manager Roger Stancil presented this item.  Mr. Stancil provided a summary of what had occurred in 2001, reinforced the importance of the goals, discussed future actions and asked for feedback in response to the goals that had been set.

Mr. George Breece, Chair of the All America City Committee, spoke regarding the background of how Fayetteville became an All America City.

Ms. Lynn Lawrence, Chair of the Marketing Outreach Committee, spoke regarding the achievements and accomplishments that had been made as a result of Fayetteville winning the All America City award.

Mr. John Meroski, CEO of the Fayetteville Area Convention and Visitors Bureau, presented a new marketing initiative and inquired if the Council would support the initiative and provide funding in the amount of $350,000.00.

Council Member Keefe inquired as to how long Fayetteville could continue to use the All America City logo and when it would become old news.  Mr. Breece responded that to the best of his knowledge the City could get residuals from the award for up to two and a half years.  Mr. Breece added that if another city in North Carolina was selected this year, Fayetteville’s award basically becomes old news at that point, but the Committee was asking for a short-term stimulus package that would have long-term positive results for the community.

Council Member Worthy stated he thought that Fayetteville was partnering in order to market the City, but he did not see any partnering in terms of sharing in the cost of the $350,000.00.  Mr. Meroski responded the Convention and Visitors Bureau was a two-fold partner because they were a built-in fulfillment house and a nonprofit organization.  He stated he could not speak to the level of partnership of the other agencies or committees.


Council Member Kendrick inquired if this was delayed a week or two, how much damage would be caused.  Mr. Breece responded no damage would be caused.


Council Member Haire stated he would like an opportunity to pray and think on this for a few days and see how this would affect the budget.


Council Member Fogleman inquired as to where the money would come from.  City Manager Roger Stancil responded this was not an item that was budgeted in the current year’s budget, so if Council would want to consider it out of this year’s budget, there would have to be an appropriation out of the general fund balance.


Council Member Massey inquired what that appropriation would do to the level of the fund balance.  Mr. Stancil responded the fund balance was in pretty good shape, but he could ask some of the other partners about participating in the cost.


Council Member Smith stated she definitely needed some time to think on this item.

Mayor Pitts stated you sometimes had to spend money to make money and Council really needed to spend some time on this issue.  He stated by putting this item on a regular Council agenda, he did not feel this item would get the attention that it needed.  Mayor Pitts also stated Council had always wanted to change its image and now that Fayetteville had been designated as an All America City, how would that be used to change the City’s image.

Council Member Worthy inquired as to what the City would be getting for the $350,000.00 and how did the Committee arrive at that figure, adding he wanted the information in writing.
