Consistent with the City's annexation plan for Phase 4B, the City ordered several police vehicles and associated equipment ($505,238.00) within the last couple of months.  This budget action will formally establish capital lease proceeds as the source of funds for these expenditures.  In addition, $77,590.00 of fund balance is requested to cover other annexation preparation expenditures such as police supplies, uniforms, advertising the annexation hearing, mailing notices to residents and other costs.  These costs are consistent with the annexation plan and will not have to be incurred again as a result of the decision to make the annexation effective June 1, 2003.

L.
Adopt Capital Project Ordinance 2002-2 (Person Street Streetscape Project).


This project ordinance is required to establish the Person Street Streetscape Project budget.  The estimated cost of this project is approximately $800,000.00 and the source of funding is a General Fund transfer.  The funds were designated (set aside) for this specific purpose in the General Fund fund balance at June 30, 2001.


The final expenditures for the projects occurred in FY 2001.  All financial records for these projects have been audited and are ready for closure.

Special Revenue Project Ordinance Closeouts 2002-14 and 2000-15 are necessary to close the FY 2000 and FY 2001 financial records associated with the Juvenile Restitution Program.  The project provides instruction for youth in job/life skills to help build self-confidence and improve communication skills.  Other purposes of the program include locating community job sites for juveniles required to perform court-ordered community service.  The FY 2000 and FY 2001 project budgets were funded by grants awarded to Cumberland County by the State Human Resources Department - Division of Youth Services for the program.  The County provided the local match.

Council Member Gonzalez pulled Items 2.C. and 2.D. for discussion.  She expressed her concern about the number of signs being approved and the fact that the signs in both items were being placed in some of the same intersections thereby creating a problem with the number of signs.

Mr. Victor Sharpe, Planning Services Manager, stated a limit could be placed on the number of signs and the intersections could be specified.  Mr. Sharpe stated the staff felt this was an effective way to advertise the special events and enforcement was easier because the Inspections Department was aware of their existence.

Council Member Gonzalez requested that the signs be picked up immediately after the events.

Council Member Gonzalez pulled Items 2.G. and 2.H. for discussion.  She requested an explanation be given for the buying and disposing of equipment during the tight budget times.


City Manager Roger Stancil stated this was an employee-generated suggestion through the Process Improvement Program to improve productivity during regular work hours.  Mr. Stancil explained that the tractor cabs would be air conditioned thereby reducing the number of hours that work had to be halted due to weather conditions.  He further explained that the cost of the transaction would be paid for by the reduction of positions and he would be furnishing supporting information after the program had been implemented.

Council Member Gonzalez pulled this item for discussion.  She inquired what the Person Street Streetscape program entailed.


Mr. Stancil explained this plan had been approved by a previous Council and basically would bring Person Street up to the same standard for lights and brick sidewalks as the first three blocks of Hay Street except for the elimination of parking.


He explained that the ultimate plan was to also include Green and Gillespie Streets.

Ms. Faith Thompson, Assistant to the City Manager for Customer Focus, reviewed the process used to survey residents of the City of Fayetteville and to utilize their responses as a performance measurement tool for the City.  Ms. Thompson introduced Mr. Rick Shields and Mr. Art Anthony of the Center for Urban Affairs and Community Services, North Carolina State University.

Mr. Shields stated the purpose of the 2001 Survey was to collect information regarding services and functions of the Fayetteville City government and the related consumer issues.  He explained the same questions used in the 1999 survey were used in this survey for continuity.  The following areas were reviewed:

A.
Progress in Fayetteville:

1.
Satisfaction with the quality of life for a place to live and raise a family.

2.
The overall job performance of the City government.

3.
General direction things in Fayetteville are headed by year of study.

4.
Reason why things are headed in the right direction.

5.
Reason why things are headed in the wrong direction.

6.
Most important issues of problems that respondents would like to see City government do something about.

7.
Progress on specific issues.


B.
Assessment of City Services, Functions, and Facilities:

1.
Primary way respondents would like to learn more about City services and activities.

2.
Use of police services and response time.

3.
Use of fire services and response time.

4.
Use of ambulance or emergency services and response time.

5.
Effectiveness of City-installed cameras at certain intersections.

6.
Improvement to public transportation in Fayetteville.

Return to a four-month leaf collection season.

A discussion was held with council members inquiring about the perimeters of the survey, the method of selecting the participants, the inclusion of a question on education when it was not a City obligation, the inclusion of ambulance for emergency services and response times, and a follow-up report on staff members' responses to the survey.


Mr. Stancil stated he would come back in 30 to 60 days with a work plan that would include information from the employee survey, this survey, and the Council's goals.

4.
Consider amended Annexation Report for Phase 4B.

City Manager Roger Stancil presented this item and stated the Council needed to consider amendments to the report prior to the adoption of the annexation ordinance on April 27, 2002.  Mr. Stancil reviewed the following amendments:

1.
Changes to the Table of Contents to show the addition of Map #5 reflecting valid water and sewer petitions.

2.
Changes to Section A, Statements Showing the Area Meets Statutory Standards.

3.
Changes to Map #1, Present and Proposed Municipal Boundaries, to reflect the removal of the Smith and Parnell properties.

4.
Addition of Map #5 which shows 277 petitions received for sewer service and 16 petitions received for water service and how they will be served.

5.
Changes to Section D, Legal Description, to reflect the removal of the Smith and Parnell properties.

6.
Changes to Section E, Summary Data, to reflect the removal of the Smith and Parnell properties.

Mr. Stancil explained the removal of the Smith and Parnell tracts was being recommended due to their geographic locations which created service delivery issues that would best be handled by annexation of the areas in future annexations.  Mr. Stancil explained that the call for service in these areas would require the responder to travel from the City limits into an unincorporated area, then back into the City limits again.

Mr. Stancil recommended approval of the amended report as submitted.

Report from Budget and Finance Committee and Policy Committee.

A.
Discussion of improving the nonprofit agency funding process.

Council Member Gonzalez presented a report and reviewed the minutes of the meeting held on March 14, 2002.  Ms. Gonzalez presented the following recommendations from the Budget and Finance Committee:

1.
Require tax-exempt status.

2.
Organization must have been in existence a minimum of six months.

3.
Governance structure:

· Agency must be governed by a board of directors or trustees.

· Discussed whether diversity, minority representation, or inclusiveness on the governing board would be required.  No consensus reached on terminology.

4.
Requirement of an audit.  (No consensus reached on this item since this would be dependent on the minimum grant size.  It was suggested that grants greater than a determined size would require an audit.  Grants less than an established amount would not require an audit; however, a firm accountability plan would have to be in place.)

5.
Must have a City office and a City program.

6.
Must leverage funding received from the City through other pledges or matches.

Ms. Gonzalez reported the Committee had been unable to reach a consensus on three issues and had asked the staff to make recommendations.  The following recommendations were made by the staff:

1.
Requirement for diversity, minority representation, or inclusiveness on a nonprofit agency's governing board.

Staff Recommendation:  Since the Committee members expressed an interest in some requirement in this area, City staff recommended that the City maintain its current requirement to require minority representation on the a nonprofit agency's governing board.

2.
Requirement for an annual audit by a certified public accountant or an accountability plan.

Staff Recommendation:  Continue to require an annual audit by a certified public accountant.  Exceptions to this requirement would have to be authorized by City Council on the basis of a satisfactory accountability plan.  It was recommended that exceptions to the audit requirement be very limited as the Finance Department was not staffed to monitor financial accountability of nonprofit agencies.

3.
Establish a minimum grant size.

Staff Recommendation:  Since this was a new process, City staff recommended establishing a minimum grant of $5,000.00 for each funded agency for fiscal year 2003.  City Council could modify the minimum grant amount for subsequent fiscal years based on the experience gained through the revised funding process.


A discussion was held regarding the requirement of audits and the possible waiver of audits.

Council Member Worthy, Chair of the Development Committee, presented this item.  Mr. Worthy reported the Development Committee had requested the staff to bring the proposed agreements for development services to the Committee prior to negotiation with the agencies traditionally involved.  He explained this would allow the Committee to establish interests and requirements of the services which would meet the City's needs.

Mr. Worthy requested the Council approve the following statement of interest the staff had recommended and the Committee had approved:

Managing the implementation and oversight of the Vision Plan recently updated and coming soon to Council for consideration.  This would expand the definition from the smaller core of downtown to the 3,000 acres of the Plan, consistent with discussions at the Council's retreat.

Developing and recommending strategies and incentives for industrial and commercial development inside the City limits and using those strategies and incentives to expand the tax base of the City.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS

A.
Update on clean sweep plans.

City Manager Roger Stancil presented this item.  Mr. Stancil reviewed the current plans for the clean sweep.


Mayor Pro Tem Kendrick stated he did not think this was going to be a clean sweep and he understood there might be landfill fees of $180,000.00 but he felt all items should be picked up and the landfill fees waived.


Mr. Stancil stated the plan was based on compliance with the landfill requirements and if the Council wanted everything to be picked up and the City to pay the County fees and not charge the citizens it could be done, but there could be no estimate of the total cost until everything was completed.


Ms. Vera Bell, Chief Operating Officer - Solid Waste, explained to the Council that the cost figures previously given to the Council were an estimate of salary and vehicle expenses only and did not include tipping fees.  Ms. Bell reported the County would not waive the tipping fees and would not accept some materials and these materials would have to be hauled to the Sampson County landfill.  Ms. Bell further advised the Council the City did not have equipment with which to haul the materials and she did not have the manpower to separate the piles of trash.  Ms. Bell stated that special arrangements would have to be made to pick up the debris the Cumberland County landfill would not accept.

MOTION:
Mayor Pro Tem Kendrick moved to pick up all materials on the side of the road at no charge to the citizens and any fees charged by the County would be absorbed by the City.

Council Member Gonzalez requested that the elected officials of the City and County discuss the waiver of fees.  Mr. Stancil asked the Council to make that a formal request.

Council Member Gonzalez requested the motion be amended to include her request.

Council Member Keefe stated he agreed that there needed to be a clean sweep, however he felt the Council would not be derelict in their duties to ask the citizens to separate the debris in order to keep the tipping fee charges to a minimum.

Council Member Keefe asked for consideration of large refuse containers being placed in each district where people could take grills and tires for dumping during the clean sweep week.

Mr. Stancil stated citizens could do that now by taking items to the Ann Street landfill.  Mr. Stancil pointed out that the City does not have big containers to use and the neighborhoods did not want the big containers in their neighborhood and that was one of the reasons the drop-off recycling centers had been closed.

Ms. Bell stated dumpsters were problematic and difficult to locate in neighborhoods.

Council Member Worthy stated he supported the clean sweep, but he felt the Council should be good stewards of the tax dollars and he felt it was the responsibility of the citizens to take the initiative to separate whatever they put out for collection.  Mr. Worthy stated he was bothered by the fact the Council did not have a total price and yet they were willing to spend whatever.  He said separation was a bear minimum that should be required of the citizens in this project and if that was not a part of the motion, he would not support it.

Mayor Pro Tem Kendrick stated he would accept Council Member Worthy's amendment.

Council Member Massey requested that itemized reports be prepared of the actual cost and the citizen's perceptions of the clean sweep program.

Council Member Gonzalez requested that the requirement to separate be advertised so the citizens would know what they needed to do.

A discussion was held regarding the separation and how the piles of trash should be set up.

Mayor Pitts restated the motion to have a clean sweep to include everything brought out, the tipping fees to be paid by the City, information was to be given out that the citizens would be required to separate the piles of debris, and the City Council and the County Board of Commissioners would have dialogue to work out an agreement relating to the tipping fees.

Discussion was held regarding the acceptable and unacceptable items the City would pick up.

Mr. Stancil for clarification restated the clean sweep plan would be (1) to ask citizens to separate items; (2) citizens would not be charged for any tipping fees; (3) the acceptable items would not have a tipping fee; (4) hazardous materials, oil drums, and automotive parts would not be accepted; and (5) tires, building materials, and limbs longer than 3 1/2 feet would be acceptable items with the City paying the tipping fees.

Mr. Stancil stated special arrangements would still have to be made with the citizens for pickup of some items.
