Budget amendment reflects increasing the Street Light Transfer by $120,000.00 to $1,348,453.00 and the Rate Stabilization Fund by $2,000,000.00 to $2,250,000.00.  The $2,120,000.00 increase in the two accounts would be offset by reducing the Purchased Power expense account to $98,000,513.00.  Amendment approved by Commission during meeting of May 29, 2002.

Adopt Capital Project Ordinance 2002-3 (Freedom Park Project).


This ordinance will establish a budget for the Freedom Park Project in an amount of $125,000.00.  These funds will primarily be used to design the park.  The source of funds is a General Fund Transfer already included in the Engineering and Maintenance Budget.

2.
Adopt Capital Project Ordinance 2002-4 (Miscellaneous Street Improvements).


This ordinance will formally establish the capital project budget for the 2002 annual street resurfacing contract recently awarded by City Council and any miscellaneous street related projects in an amount of $1,410,685.00.  The source of funds is a budgeted transfer from the General Fund.

3.
Adopt Capital Project Ordinance Amendment 2002-7 (Fayetteville Urban Signal System).


On June 22, 1998, Council established a capital project ordinance for an urbanized signal system at a City participation level of 11.9 percent of the total construction cost to be paid over a five-year period.  This amendment will increase the total project budget by $183,711.00, which will enable us to cover the FY 2002 City Contribution and any anticipated fourth quarter expenditures.  The budget at June 30, 2002, will be $962,150.00.

4.
Adopt Capital Project Ordinance Amendment 2002-8 (1996 Bonds - Investment Income)


On May 19, 1997, Council approved the original appropriation of bond proceeds for the purpose of street, sidewalk, and drainage improvements.  This amendment will appropriate the additional investment income earned on these bond proceeds ($29,406.00).  The investment income must be spent for the purpose for which the bonds were issued.

5.
Adopt Capital Project Ordinance Amendment 2002-9 (3A Annexation - Investment Income).


On June 7, 1999, Council approved the original appropriation of bond proceeds for the purpose of infrastructure improvements in the Area 3A annexation.  This amendment will appropriate the investment income earned on these bond proceeds ($20,392.00).  The investment income must be spent for the purpose for which the bonds were issued.  If any funds remain after project completion, they may be used for current and future annexation projects/areas.

6.
Adopt Capital Project Ordinance Amendment 2002-10 (3B Annexation - Investment Income).


On June 19, 2000, Council approved the original appropriation of bond proceeds for the purpose of infrastructure improvements in the Area 3B annexation.  This amendment will appropriate the investment income earned on these bond proceeds ($151,046.00).  The investment income must be spent for the purpose for which the bonds were issued.  If any funds remain after project completion, they may be used for current and future annexation projects/areas.

7.
Adopt Capital Project Ordinance Amendment 2002-11 (Street Construction Bonds - Investment Income).


On October 23, 2000, Council approved the original appropriation of bond proceeds for the purpose of street construction.  This amendment will appropriate the investment income earned on these bond proceeds ($149,170.00).  The funds must be used for street improvements.

8.
Adopt Capital Project Ordinance Amendment 2002-12 (Street Construction Bonds - Investment Income).


On June 7, 1999, Council approved the original appropriation of bond proceeds for the purpose of street construction.  This amendment will appropriate the investment income earned on these bond proceeds ($40,091.00).  The funds must be used for street improvements.

Adopt Final Amended Budget Ordinance for Fiscal Year 2002.

Adopt Special Revenue Project Ordinance Amendment 2002-5 (Mobile Data Computer Project).


The City’s 1999 Local Law Enforcement Block Grant was awarded for the Mobile Data Computer project.  The grant provided $346,251.00 in federal funds and required a local match of $34,472.00.  The U.S. Department of Justice permits grant recipients to earn interest on the block grant funds; however, grantees are required to use those interest earnings for the same purpose that the grant funds were authorized.  The City earned $11,812.00 in interest on the 1999 block grant funds and this ordinance amendment will formally authorize the City to use the funds for the Mobile Data Computer project.
