RECOGNITION

1.
Recognition of Officer Blair Rockwell’s achievements at the CAN‑AM Games in Spokane, Washington.


Mayor Pitts introduced Police Officer Blair Rockwell and congratulated him on winning the “Toughest Cop Alive” title in Spokane, Washington, in July 2002.  Mr. Pitts explained to win the title Officer Rockwell had to compete with police officers from around the world in nine different events in one day to include the 5K run, shot-put, 100-meter dash, 200-meter swim race, hands-only rope climb race, bench press, pull-ups, marksmanship shooting, and an obstacle course.


Officer Rockwell also set a new North Carolina Justice Academy’s Law Enforcement Push-Up record of 106 push-ups in one minute.

2. Recognition of Officer Wayne Alsup’s achievements at the International Law Enforcement Games in Ottawa, Canada.

Mayor Pitts next introduced Police Officer Wayne Alsup and congratulated him on his achievements in the International Law Enforcement Games in Ottawa, Canada.  Officer Alsup was the only competitor from North Carolina in Class 242 of the 50 plus age group.  He won a gold medal in the bench press and the power lifting.


Officers Rockwell and Alsup thanked the City and the community for all of their support in their endeavors.

Announcement of FEMA Grant Award for Fayetteville Fire/Emergency Management Department.


Mayor Pitts congratulated Fire Chief James Hall on the grant of $307,720.00 made to the Fayetteville Fire/Emergency Management Department from the 2002 Assistance to Firefighters Grant program.  Chief Hall stated that more than 19,000 fire departments had applied for grant awards this year and one award was made.  Chief Hall stated the funds would be used to replace the ten-year-old self-contained breathing apparatus.

PUBLIC FORUM:


Mr. Arnold B. Williams, 4533 Spinel Drive, Fayetteville, NC, requested the Council to review a lien that had been placed on his property for cars in his yard.  Mr. Williams stated he worked in Raleigh and was not home in the daytime to respond to notices from the Inspections Department.  He also stated he had filed an appeal.


Mayor Pitts requested that Mr. Williams contact City Attorney Karen McDonald.  Council Member Massey requested that Ms. McDonald let him know the status of the research.


City Attorney Karen McDonald reviewed the appeals process and stated she would have to do some research on the particulars before making a response.


Mr. Jose I. Cardona, 7018 Kittridge Drive, Fayetteville, NC, addressed the Council regarding the legalization of prostitution in the City of Fayetteville.  He also expressed his opposition to the proposed train service from Raleigh to Wilmington.


Mr. Clinton Harris, 4713 Watauga Road, Fayetteville, NC, expressed his concern about the overflowing ditch at Owen School and the possible mosquito problem resulting from the ditch not being maintained.  He asked that this problem be looked at by the City.


Mr. Neil Newman, 5253 Covingwood Drive, Fayetteville, NC, stated that he nor the NAACP had ever complained about the job Chief Hansen had done while he was the Chief of Police.  Mr. Newman explained that the issue had been and still was retaliation and reprisal against the black police officers.  He asked the Council to look at the real issue and not allow smokescreens to be thrown up.
