Councilmember Shaw abstained from discussion or voting on this item.


This item was presented by Kathy Kem, Planner II.  Ms. Kem reviewed the background on the request for rezoning.  She stated the Zoning Commission had recommended denial of the rezoning to P1 but approval of R6 with the use of a special use permit.


Ms. Kem stated that if the Council considered a P1 district, spot zoning might become an issue.


This is the advertised public hearing set for this date and time.  The public hearing opened at 8:01 p.m.


Mr. Stacey Weaver, Attorney, 202 Fairway Drive, Fayetteville, NC, appeared on behalf of the petitioners.  Mr. Weaver stated that since 1954, the clinic had been operating as a legal nonconforming use and as a result could not expand their facilities.  Mr. Weaver stated he had mistakenly filed a request for P1 and it should have been for R6.

P01-24F.  Consider the rezoning from R10 Residential District to R6 Residential District or to a more restrictive zoning classification for an area located at 6005 Amstead Avenue.  Containing .26 acres more or less and being the property of Michael Ray and Melveria R. Hart as evidenced by deed recorded in Deed Book 3418, page 611, Cumberland County Registry.


This item was presented by Kathy Kem, Planner II.  Ms. Kem reviewed the current zoning and the 2010 Land Use Plan as well as the history of the property.  She stated low-density zoning was recommended and spot zoning may become an issue.  Ms. Kem stated the staff and the Zoning Commission recommended denial of the rezoning request.


This is the advertised public hearing set for this date and time.  The public hearing opened at 8:10 p.m.


Mrs. Melveria Hart and Mr. Michael Hart, 6005 Amstead Avenue, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in favor of the request for rezoning.  Mr. and Mrs. Hart stated their plan was to open a day care and to move out of the house.  Mrs. Hart stated she had talked with the neighbors and they were not opposed.

Ms. Yolanda J. Farmer, 1205 Renee Court, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in favor of the rezoning.  Ms. Farmer had a child in the day care center.

Mr. Roy L. Everroad, 6006 Amstead Avenue, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in opposition to the rezoning.  Mr. Everroad stated he would like to protect his neighborhood.


The public hearing closed at 8:20 p.m.


Councilmember Robertson inquired what could be done to help the situation out.  Ms. Kem replied that the intent of the owners was to have a day care facility and not live in the home.  She said this required an R6 zoning rather than an R10.


Councilmember Robertson inquired about spot zoning.  Interim City Attorney Amanda Little stated spot zoning was not illegal in North Carolina.  However, spot zoning occurs when a smaller tract of land is relieved of the restrictions that the larger tract must abide by.  Ms. Little stated the key question based on case law was are you looking at the community good or are you trying to benefit one owner at the expense of the public good.  Ms. Little stated that in her opinion it would be spot zoning to rezone this property to R6.

Councilmember Smith inquired if there was some way the zoning could be done to help out the people because they were contributing to the good of the community.

Ms. Kem replied that the current use of the property was legal at this point and it allowed eight full-time and four part-time children.  However, the owners wish to expand the number of children and move out of the house, which meant that the property had to be rezoned and an R6 rezoning would have the least impact on the neighborhood.

Councilmember Smith withdrew her second to the motion.

P01-20F.  Consider the rezoning from R6 Residential District to C1 Local Business District or to a more restrictive zoning classification for an area located at 1104 Hay Street.  Containing .82 acres more or less and being the property of Henrietta Underwood and Hamilton Polk Underwood, Jr., as evidenced by deeds recorded in Deed Books 4199, pages 201 and 202, and 859, pages 359 and 360, respectively, Cumberland County Registry.


This item was presented by Kathy Kem, Planner II.  Ms. Kem stated the Zoning Commission recommended denial of C1 Local Business District and approval of P2 with a text amendment to permit catering in a P2 zoning district.


This is the advertised public hearing set for this date and time.  The public hearing opened at 8:34 p.m.


Mr. Stuart Clarke, Attorney, 1014 Hay Street, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in a dual capacity as attorney for the owners and a neighboring property owner who approved of the request.  Mr. Clarke stated the owners did not want to persist in the C1 request and would instead request a P2 zoning district with a request that catering, wedding reception catering, business and special events be added as a permitted use in a P2 district.  Mr. Clarke noted that this complied with the 2010 Land Use Plan.


Mr. Crawford MacKethan, 2814 Skye Drive, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in favor of the rezoning.  Mr. MacKethan stated the owner's concern was to maintain the integrity of the property and to keep a 160-year-old house from being demolished.  He stated he agreed with the proposed use.


Ms. Rebecca Nunnelly, owner of Simply Elegant in Tallywood, stated she wanted to open a One Step Bride Shop with a tea room for special events.


Mr. Hamilton Underwood, 207 Litchfield Place, Fayetteville, NC, owner of the property, stated he had lived in this house all of his life and he wanted it to be preserved.


Ms. Sue Bandy appeared and requested that a P4 zoning be considered because it would protect the house and the trees and she did not agree with the issuance of special use permits because they run with the land.


There being no one further to speak, the public hearing closed at 8:43 p.m.


A discussion was held regarding the parking plan, nighttime activities, litter, the difference in the requirements of a P2 zoning district and the more restrictive P4 zoning district, the types of parties that would be held, and maintaining the aesthetic value of the property.


Councilmember Robertson inquired if the Council was allowed to consider the use of the property when making a zoning determination.  Ms. Little stated that you had to look at any and all uses and not a specific use.


Ms. Kem reviewed the current zoning in the area.


Councilmember Shaw inquired if the Council had decided at one time not to have conditional use and to keep special use permits.  Mayor McBryde responded in the affirmative.  Councilmember Shaw stated this was an issue that she felt needed to be revisited in the near future.

Councilmember Kendrick inquired why were men shops not included.  Ms. Kem stated that specialty shops were included and she felt this would probably cover a men's shop.

Mayor McBryde asked the Council to clarify where they wanted to go with this issue because on one hand Councilmember Massey wanted more flexibility and Councilmember Kendrick wanted more restrictions.

6.
Update on the Person Street Streetscape Plan.


Mr. Jimmy Teal, Chief Planning Officer, presented this item noting that the City Council had unanimously approved the recommendation from the Development Committee to establish the first block of Person Street as the first priority for streetscape improvements.


Mr. Teal stated the staff began the sketch design using the design set out by Council of the 400 and 500 blocks of Hay Street as the guide.  The Historic Resources Commission and the Appearance Commission had requested that the staff look at an alternative plan that would resemble the first three blocks of Hay Street rather than the fourth and fifth blocks of Hay Street.  Mr. Teal explained that both plans would keep the parking spaces on Person Street intact.


Mr. Teal presented the following plans to the Council:


Option A:
Preliminary Estimate $294,000.00
This option includes the City Council approved streetscape that appears on the 400 and 500 blocks of Hay Street.  The design includes the "teardrop" style street lighting that is approved by PWC.  The design has the concrete sidewalks with brick band accents and tree wells.  The street and sidewalk widths remain as is and the street will be asphalt pavement.  This option does not include low-level lighting.

Option B:
Preliminary Estimates $573,000.00
This option widens the sidewalk to 21 feet and includes Brick Pavers and includes strategically placed large maturing trees away from the building fronts.  This design uses the low-level lighting similar to the 100, 200, and 300 blocks of Hay Street and adds appropriate street furniture.  The street would be asphalt pavement in this plan.


Mr. Robert Barefoot, Chief Operating Officer for Engineering and Maintenance, stated this item was being presented at the request of the Historic Resources Commission and the staff was not taking a position.  Mr. Barefoot stated the instructions he had received from the Manager and the City Council was to follow the plan for the 400 and 500 blocks of Hay Street and if there were anything different then he needed directions from the City Council.

Mr. Lonnie Player, Jr., Chairman of the Historic Resources Commission, presented a petition of the owners of Person Street property urging the Council to approve Plan B.  Mr. Player stated the Historic Resources Commission was in unanimous support of the same plan.

Mr. Player further stated that short-term economics should not dictate the decision on a project with long-term implications.  He stated that if Plan B had to be implemented in stages in order to meet budget restraints, then so be it, because the end result would provide the City and the long neglected businesses of Person Street with quality improvements.

Dr. Wayne Riggins stated downtown is the face of Fayetteville that people see.  He stated 20 years ago the Commons were completed but the businesses on Person Street are still waiting for a project while during that 20 year time span they had been paying taxes to the special downtown tax district without receiving any benefits.

Dr. Riggins requested that Council do whatever had to be done to ensure that the businesses on Person Street would no longer be standing on the street waiting for improvements that should have been done.

Mr. Stancil pointed out the estimates being presented were preliminary and once the Council gave the staff direction they would come back with the actual cost figures.

Councilmember Robertson stated that $380,000.00 had been budgeted for this landscape plan and he would like to know Mr. Stancil's thoughts on doing it in stages.

Mr. Stancil stated that the only way to fund additional monies would be to find funding from other sources or to phase the project.

Councilmember Robertson moved to approve Plan B and use the City Manager's discretion above the $380,000.00 on where the money will come from.

Councilmember Worthy stated he hoped when it got to Person Street, there would be no phasing in and if the project was to move forward, there needed to be funding to complete the project.  Councilmember Worthy stated that because Mr. Stancil had been given the authority to handle the funding above $380,000.00, he would appreciate it being kept in mind that the east side of Fayetteville deserved the same consideration as had been given to the west side.

Mr. Stancil replied that it was not up to him and upon directions from the Council, he would have estimates done which would be brought back to the Council.  At that time, he would suggest some ways to pay for the project or to do a combination of things.  The Council would then need to determine whether to phase the project or to use additional funds.

Mayor Pro Tem Pitts stated he was not aware that a vote would be taken on the plan tonight and he was going to have to recluse himself because his law office was adjacent to and abutted Person Street.

Mr. Stancil reported that the Riverfront Feasibility Study will be presented to the Council at the June 25, 2001, information meeting.

C.
Urban Design Assistance Team (UDAT)


Mr. Stancil reported that there had been concern over the increase of expenses from $33,360.00 to $64,000.00.  Mr. Stancil informed the Council there would be an addition of indirect expenses to include lodging, meals, transportation, work space, computer and supplies.


Mr. Stancil stated he had discussed this with the management team of "A Complete Fayetteville, Once and For All" and they had agreed to raise the money for the indirect costs through in-kind donations from businesses, organizations, and individuals which would result in the City's commitment remaining at $33,360.00.

D.
Festival of Flight project proposal presented by Tom Grubbs.


Mr. Stancil presented this item and stated that Mr. Grubbs would only be asking for permission to use the land.


Mr. Tom Grubbs stated he had been approached with this project by the Festival of Flight and he would be doing a large sculpture that would show the world what Fayetteville is all about.  Mr. Grubbs stated that the only appropriate green space available for a sculpture of this size was at the USO building.


Mr. Grubbs presented photographs depicting the sculpture to be designed for Fayetteville.  He also recommended the building of an amphitheater.


Mr. Grubbs stated on June 15, 2001, he was meeting with a major corporation regarding the funding of this project.  He stated he was asking the Council tonight to designate the site for his project.
