The meeting started at 7:10 p.m. in the Lafayette Room, City Hall.  Mayor McBryde requested a motion to move to the Council Chamber due to the large number of attendants at the meeting.

Councilmember Robertson moved to move into the Council Chamber.

The meeting resumed in the Council Chamber.

Councilmember Fogleman moved to excuse Councilmembers Shaw and Kendrick.

1.
Discussion of City's allocation of $29,000.00 for the All America City Award.


Mayor McBryde stated discussion on this item would be held to whether or not the Council would allow Mr. Stancil to up-front use the funds and not whether we should be going for the All America Award.


Councilmember Haire stated he could not support the giving of the $29,000.00.

MOTION:
Councilmember Talbot moved to approve the request to authorize the City Manager to spend the $29,000.00.

SECOND:
Councilmember Robertson


Councilmember Smith stated she could not support the motion.


Mayor Pro Tem Pitts stated he felt it was out of order to just say we will vote on an item without engaging in discussion and under parliamentary procedure it was allowed for it to be discussed at this time.


Mayor Pro Tem Pitts inquired how the City prospered and what direct benefits resulted for the community as a whole when the City received the All America designation in 1985.


City Manager Roger Stancil stated there were no monetary rewards, no direct benefits, or nothing that says once you get this you are eligible for a higher level of funding from the federal government.


Mr. Stancil stated he felt the City could be marketed if it were one of the ten cities and it would give the City a sense of pride.


Mayor Pro Tem Pitts inquired if there had been an influx of industry and business in 1985.


Mr. Stancil replied he did not have that information, but he could not think of any industries that had moved here in 1985 or 1986.  He stated the 1985 designation was based on the efforts being made to improve the downtown area, and the criteria for the current award was being based on the efforts of the citizens who are doing things to make the City a better place to live.


Mr. Stancil stated the community wanted the National Civic League to recognize that Fayetteville acknowledges it has challenges but it is willing to look for innovative ways to deal with those challenges.


A discussion was held regarding the criteria for the selection of Fayetteville as an All America City, whether the funding would be considered cost efficient, and how the funding would be applied.


Councilmembers Massey, Smith, Haire and Pitts expressed their reservations about using City funds when the community had diversity problems that needed to be resolved.


Mayor Pro Tem Pitts stated that he should have voiced his objections when the project had first started and because of the hard work that many people had invested in this project, he would have to support the motion, but he felt the inclusion issues must be addressed in a substantive manner and not through a feel-good, window-dressing kind of solution.


Mayor McBryde called for a vote on the motion.

PASSED by a vote of 7 in favor (Councilmembers Fogleman, Robertson, Worthy, Talbot, Pitts, Hurst and Milligan) to 3 in opposition (Councilmembers Smith, Massey, and Haire) (Councilmembers Shaw and Kendrick excused)

2.
Presentation of PWC budget.


Mr. Steve Blanchard, General Manager of PWC, presented the budget and gave highlights of the detailed figures of their budget which the Council had received for review.


A question and answer period ensued.


No action was taken.

3.
Discussion of City budget.


Councilmember Worthy inquired about the number of police cars and other cars that were being driven home by City employees.


Ms. Lisa Smith, Chief Financial Officer, stated that currently there were 227 cars being driven home by City employees.


Ms. Smith stated that she was looking at the take-home policy and the number of vehicles in the City's fleet for a re-evaluation.


Councilmember Worthy requested that this information be brought back to the Council.


A discussion was held regarding the funding of the outside agencies to include reduction of the allocation, procedure for applicants, and the issue of the same agencies always receiving the funding without the addition of a new request.

Councilmember Talbot moved to accept the recommendation of what was in the budget last year as they were stated and with no further adjustments for a total amount of $549,000.00.
