Mr. Jimmy Teal, Chief Planning Officer, presented this item.  Mr. Teal stated there had been a petition for annexation for the tract of land approximately 5.47 acres on the northern side of West Mountain Drive, and the land is contiguous to the Cumberland County Coliseum area annexed on April 2, 2001.  Mr. Teal stated this annexation would be effective on December 31, 2001.


This is the advertised public hearing set for this date and time.  The public hearing opened at 7:40 p.m.  Mr. Eronomy Mohammed, 2700 Murchison Road, Fayetteville, NC, appeared in favor of the annexation. The public hearing closed at 7:46 p.m.

City Manager Roger Stancil stated that in order for the charge to be less than 5 percent, a case would have to be made to show mitigating circumstances.

Councilmember Kendrick requested the Hope Mills sidewalk issue be an item at the next meeting.

Councilmember Kendrick stated the Committee recommended the following:

The staff meet with the Appearance Commission to discuss proposal and possible changes to the sign ordinance.

The staff negotiate with Lamar Transit Advertising on developing a contract for bus shelter sponsorships.

C.
Discuss installation of traffic signal at the intersection of Murchison Road and McLamb Drive.


Councilmember Kendrick stated the North Carolina Department of Transportation was already discussing this traffic signal.


There was no council action on Item 5 in its entirety.

7.
Discussion of traffic light citations.  (Requested by Councilmember Kendrick)


Councilmember Kendrick stated he had some questions from a citizen regarding the traffic light citation process.  Mr. Kendrick inquired if the ticket could be paid at City Hall.


Mr. Stancil replied that the citation had been revised to reflect a ticket can be paid at City Hall or by mail.  He explained that Lockheed Martin follows North Carolina General Statute 160A-300.1.1 which gives a 21-day time limit plus an additional 3 days for the citation to reach the mailbox.  After 24 days, a late fee of $50.00 is charged pursuant to North Carolina General Statute 160A-300.1.3.

8.
Discussion of street lighting for Lafayette Village and South Hills Subdivisions. (Requested by Councilmember Kendrick)


City Manager Roger Stancil and Mr. Samuel Stryker, Engineer Manager for the Electric System, PWC, reported on the status of the street lighting.  Oakdale and Gallap Acres subdivisions had been completed and the remainder of the project would be completed by March 2002.


A discussion was held regarding the cost of the street lights.  Mr. Stryker stated it costs $300.00 to $350.00 to install a light; $1,500.00 to $2,000.00 to replace a pole which was having to be done in Lafayette Village.

9.
Report from City Attorney Selection Committee.


Mayor Pro Tem Pitts stated 11 applications had been received and the Committee would narrow the field down to five interviews and then two for presentation to the Council.


Mayor Pro Tem Pitts requested funding be provided for travel and lodging for the five applicants.  A discussion was held regarding the pros and cons of this issue.


Mr. Stancil stated this had been done with the positions of the Police Chief and the Fire Chief and was a standard City practice.  He explained the funding came from the salary lag which accumulated from the date employment was terminated.
